The following modifications and responses to questions are to be included in the notice inviting
bids for Splash Pad Improvements at Salt Lake Park project. This Addendum #3 and all addenda
must be executed and returned with the bid submittal. No further questions will be accepted.

Pages C.1to C.6 — C. BIDDER’S PROPOSAL of Addendum #2: The form is hereby changed
to the attached Pages C.1 to C.6 - C. Bidder’s Proposal of Addendum #3. All of Section C
is included to update the page numbers of Section C per Addendum #3.

Questions and Answers

Q1 - Item 6 on C.2 indicates that you want multiple activators so that each area of the Splashpad
can be controlled separately. Example. The teen area can run a 3.5 minute sequence based on
that activator being touched. The Tot area would not run unless the activator in that area is
touched by the user. Is that correct? If so the count of activators listed on page C.3 appears to
be wrong at only 1 ea.

R1 - The splash pad will have 2 zones - a "Toddler Zone" and a "Big Kid Zone." Each zone will
have its own activator post with a corresponding timer box, electronic controller and manifold.
This will allow the zones to be activated independent from each other.

Q2 - How will multiple zones be accomplished with only 7 lines feeding 17 total features on the
Splashpad. Additional lines would add additional control. Certainly some ground sprays can be
run together, but more lines will make for a better Splashpad experience and save water.

R2 - The “Typical Iltems Lists” for both the Fresh Water system and Recirculating systems are
revised (attached in this Addendum #3) and indicate the features and the ground sprays that are
within each zone.

Q3 - Item 6 on C.2 indicates that the controller be remotely activated. | see no provision for that
in the items listed on page C.3.

R3 - Remote activation is not required. The bid item verbiage has been revised. A main activation
timer that will control the hours of use for the splash pad is required.

Q4 - No warranty requirement for the Fiberglass Turtle are listed on page C.3.
R4 — A minimum warranty requirement of 2-year structural and 2-year paint on fiberglass features
is required.
