Angel Daniel Ductoc Sr. was born in Santiago
de Cuba, Cuba, and came to the United States
with his parents and two siblings in 1971.
Being a Cuban Refugee, not speaking a word
of English, made it difficult for him to
transition and live in the United States. As
Angel grew up, he gained his work ethics by
watching his father, Angel Joaquin Ductoc,
who owned his own business in Cuba and then
worked day and night in the United States to
make ends meet so that he and his wife,
Carmen Ductoc, could provide a better future
for their children.

Taking advantage of every opportunity
offered to him, Angel started working for the
County of Los Angeles in 1977 where he met
his wife, Luz Trejo-Ductoc, a child of Mexican
Immigrants born and raised in South Gate.
They married in 1989 and welcomed their first
child, Angel Ductoc Jr. and their second child,
Deanna Ductoc.

With two children and facing financial
challenges, Angel and Luz knew they had to
find other means of income to be able to
provide for their growing family and that is
when Angel came up with the idea of
partnering with his father and opening Los
Angelitos Bakery in August of 1992 in
Huntington Park. Being Cuban refugees, they
were not well equipped with the resources
needed to start a business, but that did not
stop them. They were determined and made
all the sacrifices needed to ensure that they
obtained the permits, and equipment loans to
open up their doors, even while facing the
fears of the 1992 LA riots.

Angel and his father were fortunate enough to
find their first baker that taught them the art
of making traditional Mexican Pan Dulce,
which is the staple of what they sell today.
They were also fortunate enough to hire one
of their first cashiers, Sandra Cortes, who was
known and loved in the community and
worked almost 25 years for Los Angelitos
Bakery.

The years passed and Angel and Luz's family
grew, adding two more children; Andrew and
Daryanna Ductoc. Sadly, Angel Joaquin
Ductoc passed away, leaving the bakery
entirely in his son's hands, who promised to
always take care of it; and fortunately, all 4 of
his children began helping out at the bakery,
starting as cashiers and cake decorators to
now owners......Continues next page!

Angel Daniel Ductoc Sr. nacié en Santiago de
Cuba, Cuba, y llegd a los Estados Unidos con
sus padres y dos hermanos en 1971.

Angel y su padre tuvieron la suerte de
encontrar a su primer panadero que les
ensend el arte de hacer el tradicional Pan
Dulce mexicano, que es el alimento bdsico de
lo que venden hoy.

The Ductoc family's goal is to continue the
legacy of their grandfather, Angel Joaquin
Ductoc, who would have been proud to be by
his family's side in Sacramento, CA when the
California Legislation presented them with
the SD33 Small Business of the Year Award
2022.

Los Angelitos Bakery continues to represent
the City by being recognized by the LA Times
as one of the most popular bakeries in the
Southland - contracting orders with MLS All
Star Events, Alaska Airlines, USC, Chase
Bank, and even contracted in Arizona to hand
deliver conchas to international superstar
Ana Gabriel; making the cover of La Opinion;
broadcasted on major radio stations such as
KiisFM with Ryan Seacrest, KLOVE with Luis
Sandoval, and KCRW; televised on local
networks such as Telemundo, Univision, NBC,
CBS, ABC, and international networks such as
PBS, CNN espanol, Despierta America, and
Un Nuevo Dia; and even honored in a special
short docu series that showcased essential
heroes chosen by Eva Longoria and Momento
Latino.

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The City of Huntington Park is pleased to announce that our City
Hall team continues to grow. Please join us in welcoming Steve
Forster, our new Community Development Director. Mr. Forster
has three grown young adults and he enjoys spending time in
the outdoors doing gardening, hunting, and fishing. He likes
sports such as college foothall (University of Notre Dame), pro-
football (Detroit Lions), and Hockey (Washington Capitals) his
favorite player is Alexander Ovechkin).

Mr. Forster began his professional career in 1988 as a part-time
maintenance worker in the City of La Mirada and he held every
position in Public Works, including as the Director of the
department, for 24 years. Steve transitioned from Public Works
to Community Development and under his new role now he
describes that there are two main components to help the city
to be properly maintained: One is for the private side to do its
part and invest on their properties to keep them clean and well
maintained so it can be attractive for the public, the second one
is for the public side to be proactive and keep our streets, and
sidewalks clean.
