The First Environmental Justice Element is
being developed by the City of Huntington
Park. The Environmental Justice has been
defined by the State of California as “the
fair treatment and meaningful involvement
of people of all races, cultures, incomes,
and national origins with respect to the
development, adoption, implementation,
and enforcement of environmental laws,
regulations, and policies.”

The Environmental Justice Element is a
part of the City’s General Plan and will
represent the City’s commitment to
lowering environmental burdens and
guaranteeing that all people have access
to public amenities and services that
enhance their living conditions.

On May 31, 2022, the City Council and
the Huntington Park Police Department
proudly announced and commemorated
the promotion of its first-ever female to
the rank of Police Lieutenant in the City
of Huntington Park. In the 114-year
history of the Huntington Park Police
Department, females have served in
various ranks and capacities. However, a
woman was hever promoted to the rank
of Lieutenant or higher. Elsa Cobianis the
first-ever female in Huntington Park
Police Department history to be
promoted to Lieutenant. The City Council
had the honor of pinning Ms. Cobian
during the special City Council badge
pinning presentation.

Elsa Cobian grew up in the Southeast
community, born and raised in Boyle
Heights. She graduated from Roosevelt
High School, obtained an AA degree in
Administration of Justice from Rio
Hondo College, and received a Bachelor’s
degree in Criminal Justice from the
California State University of Long
Beach. She began her law enforcement
career in 2003 when she was hired as a
Police Cadet by the Huntington Park
Police Department. Elsa Cobian became
a sworn police officer in 2005 and has
advanced her career over the years,

earning her present rank of Sergeant.

Mayor Ortiz said, “This is a historic
moment for the City of Huntington Park
inspiration to young women and children
considering a career in law enforcement.
The City Council is extremely proud and
excited for Ms. Cobian, and we hope that
she continues to thrive and be a good role
model for the young women in
Huntington Park.”

The City of Huntington Park is incrediibly
proud of EHsa  Cobian and
commemorated this historic moment.

From June 20 to July 21 2022, the City of Huntington Park
offered the first free one-on-one tutoring to help your child
achieve academic excellence. The program is only available
in Huntington Park residents for students K-12.

The tutoring program has three sessions: Summer Session
1, Summer Session 2, and Fall Session: all will take place in
the Lounge building at Salt Lake Park. Each session from
Monday to Thursday is 20 hours of tutoring. The students
must show report card and proof of Huntington Park
residency in order to participate in these free tutoring
sessions.

On April 4, 2022, the City of Huntington Park and the
Community Development Block Grant Afterschool
Program held an-After-School Program only on
Wednesdays from 2pm to 5pm at Freedom Park. The
program was open for the ages 6 to 16 years old. The
program included free drop-in program, recreation
activities, arts and crafts, and help with homework.
