2. Alzheimer’s Awareness Panel and Workshop – November 2, 2024 

Chair Batiste attended a USC Caregiver Event that included a bingo card to visit each vendor and then have a raffle for a $20 gift card to Target. Chair Batiste provided the following schedule for the event:

The event will feature an interactive station and Chair Batiste hopes to reach younger people and teenagers. Commissioner Delgado suggested a call for submissions for art with multi-generational families with Alzheimer’s/dementia Commissioner Delgado provided an example of a California State of Los Angeles collaboration and shared her background in art. Commissioner Delgado will be spearheading the art submission portion of the event and Chair Batiste will send the flyer, participant letter and vendor registration link. The event will be on Saturday, November 2, from 10 AM – 12 PM. and the set-up times will be Saturday, November 2 from 9 AM – 10 AM.

4. Special Legacy Project

Chair Batiste asked staff to elaborate on the issue and Director Forster confirmed the Commission is tasked with guidelines and implementations for the mobile clinic. Commissioner Delgado asked how this is different from current spay and neuter programs. Director Forster responded and clarified the funds are with Downtown Dog Rescue. The Health and Education Commission will develop program implementation and guidelines. Commissioner Delgado asked if the Downtown Dog Rescue works with other Cities and commissions. Director Forster replied that the Downtown Dog Rescue is leading the cause in Huntington Park.

HEALTH AND EDUCATION COMMISSION COMMENTS
1. Commissioner Liselda Fabian will provide City staff with the addresses to mail out the previous LGBTQ+ event certificates.  
2. Commissioner Delgado stated she lives in the City of Huntington Park and works as an epidemiologist with communicable diseases. She bridges all platforms into one and surveils the platform platforms to create different intervention protocols. The data is received in real time. Another project she is working on is community health profiles with 140 indicators in the City of Huntington Park. The Commissioner has a data set report for the City and is working on getting this on the next agenda to present the information. Additionally, she wants to address that there are few parks in the City of Huntington Park with a high level of obesity the physical activity and nutrition is important, and she founded the Huntington Park Run Group. Commissioner Delgado invested in the community and wants young people to get involved. Commissioner Delgado stated that on August 1st community members will be at City Hall advocating for the bicycle safety she estimated there would be a couple dozens of people
3. Chair Batiste requested City staff to mail out the LGBTQ+ event certificates and  an introduction from Commissioner Delgado.
