BACKGROUND 
 
The council-manager form is the system of local government that combines the strong 
political leadership of elected officials in the form of a council or other governing body with 
the strong managerial experience of an appointed local government manager. The form 
establishes a representative system where all power is concentrated in the elected 
council and where the council hires a professionally trained manager to oversee the 
delivery of public services. In council-manager government, council members are the 
leaders and policymakers elected to represent various segments of the community and 
concentrate on policy issues responsive to citizens’ needs and wishes. The council 
appoints the City Manager to carry out policy and ensure the entire community is served.  
 
Section 2-3.405(c) of the Huntington Park Municipal Code (“HPMC”) outlines the powers 
and duties of the City Manager in the City of Huntington Park, including role, 
responsibilities, powers, and authority of the City Manager.

THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HUNTINGTON PARK DOES HEREBY

SECTION 1.  THAT CHAPTER 3, ARTICLE 4, SECTION 2-3.405(c), POWERS AND 

DUTIES OF THE CITY MANAGER, OF THE HUNTINGTON PARK MUNICIPAL CODE IS 

HEREBY AMENDED AND SHALL READ AS FOLLOWS:   

 

Sec. 2-3.405, Powers and duties.  

 

The City Manager shall be the administrative head of the government of the City under 

the direction and control of the Council … 

 

c. Powers of Appointment and Removal. Subject to the rules and regulations for the 

administration of the personnel system of the City, it shall be the duty of the City 

Manager or designee to approve the appointment, transfer, promotion, demotion, 

reinstatement, layoff and suspension or dismissal of all City employees, and 

management personnel, and to report all such actions to the Council. The 

appointment, transfer, promotion, demotion, reinstatement, layoff and suspension or 

dismissal of the City’s Directors/Department Head shall rest with the City Council. 

…  

 

SECTION 2.  This Ordinance shall take effect thirty (30) calendar days after its final passage by 

the City Council.  

 

SECTION 3. The City Clerk shall attest to the passage and adoption of this Ordinance, and shall 

cause same to be posted as required by law.

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION 
 
California’s Transparent Review of Unjust Transfers and Holds (TRUTH) Act 
(Government Code sections 7283 and 7283.1), requires that a Community Forum be 
held each calendar year to inform members of the public of information pertaining to 
access to individuals granted to Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) agency 
by the Huntington Park Police Department during the preceding year (2022).  
 
Government Code Section 7282, subdivision (d), defines “ICE access” as follows: 
 
“ICE access” means, for the purposes of civil immigration enforcement, including when 
an individual is stopped with or without their consent, arrested, detained, or otherwise 
under the control of the local law enforcement agency, all of the following: 
 
(1) Responding to an ICE hold, notification, or transfer request. 
(2) Providing notification to ICE in advance of the public that an individual is being or 
will be released at a certain date and time through data sharing or otherwise.

(3) Providing ICE non-publicly available information regarding release dates, home 
addresses, or work addresses, whether through computer databases, jail logs, or 
otherwise. 
(4) Allowing ICE to interview an individual. 
(5) Providing ICE information regarding dates and times of probation or parole check-
ins. 
 
The Huntington Park Police Department (HPPD) maintains jail policy and operating 
procedures which align with the mandates of the TRUTH Act and all other legal 
requirements. HPPD’s jail policy Section 414 prohibits any transfer of an inmate to ICE’s 
custody unless the transfer is in accordance with established law.  HPPD does not 
enforce immigration law and an individual is never arrested or held in custody by HPPD 
solely on a violation of immigration law.  Individual(s) ultimately transferred to ICE 
custody by HPPD are initially arrested on a local or state charge; and only transferred to 
ICE custody after a request for transfer by ICE is received; and only after legal 
qualifying transfer criteria is verified.

In accordance with legal criteria, in 2023 HPPD made no transfers to ICE’s custody.

2. Authorize the City Manager to execute the Standard Agreement for FY 24-25 
Selective Traffic Enforcement Program (STEP) between the City of Huntington 
Park and the State of California Office of Traffic Safety (OTS); and 
 

3. Authorize estimated revenues in the amount of $100,000 to account #224-0000-
335.30.96 and approve a budget appropriation in the amount of $100,000 to the 
OTS expenditure accounts (Fund 224) detailed in the fiscal impact section of this 
report. 
 

 
BACKGROUND 
 
The California Office of Traffic Safety (OTS) strives to eliminate traffic collision injuries 
and deaths. To this effort, OTS designates grant funds for state and local public safety 
agencies to implement programs which help enforce traffic laws, educate the public on 
the topic of traffic safety, provide varied and effective ways of reducing traffic-related 
injuries and fatalities, and reduce monetary losses from traffic collisions. OTS 
determines grant funding amounts based on tangible criteria pertaining to the potential 
positive traffic safety community impact, traffic collision statistics, seriousness of 
existing traffic-related issues, and performance under previous OTS grants. 
 
The goal of OTS is to help agencies develop traffic safety programs that contribute 
toward the OTS mission of; "Toward zero deaths, every 1 counts."

By conducting specific enforcement through Driving Under the Influence (DUI) 
checkpoints, DUI enforcement saturation patrols, pedestrian and bicycle safety pro-
active enforcement, and providing traffic safety education to members of the 
community, OTS and the Police Department can anticipate a decrease in traffic 
collisions and a safer traffic environment in the community.  
   
FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING 
 
This is a 100% reimbursement grant.  No matching City funds are required to receive 

the OTS grant funding.  Once the Police Department expends funds to complete grant 

designated projects, the City will then submit reimbursement requests to OTS in 

accordance with grant reimbursement criteria.    

This grant is being funded with federal funds.  As a result, the funds are programmed for 

federal FY 24-25 - (October 1, 2024 to September 30, 2025). Below are the total 

amounts requested to the noted revenue account.

1. PROBLEM STATEMENT 
The City of Huntington Park is a culturally diverse community with a population of 54,883 (US Census 
Bureau: 2020). Also included in the US Census study, it's reported that the city of Huntington Park is the 
14th most populated city per square mile of the 265 cities in Los Angeles County, averaging 20,223 per 
square mile. Located approximately ten miles southeast of Downtown Los Angeles, this urban area is a mix 
of single family and multi-unit housing, commercial establishments, light industry, and one major 
hospital. The city is governed by a mayor and a four-member City Council and has provided local law 
enforcement services since incorporation in 1906. 

In recent years, the Department has noticed a steady number of traffic crashes that have occurred in the 
city. Since 2021 (423), traffic crashes have slightly increased in 2022 (487 crashes), 
and significantly increased in 2023 (547 crashes). The number of injured people involved in traffic crashes 
during the same interval has also remained consistent (approximately 228 injured in 2021) with a 
significant increase in 2022 (279 injured), and a slight decrease in 2023 (257 injured). 

The department has observed (0) fatalities in 2021, with a slight increase in 2022 to three. In 2023, traffic 
fatalities significantly increased to (6) for the year. 

The number of DUI arrests has slowly begun to increase over the past 3 years. In 2021, a total of (106) 
drivers were arrested for DUI. In 2022, the number of DUI arrests remained consistent from the previous 
year (106). In 2023, the number of DUI arrests increased to (118). With the OTS grant funding awarded to 
deploy additional officers to target the days of the week, and times that are most likely to yield a DUI arrest, 
we have shown a steady increase in DUI arrests. 

 

In addition to the aforementioned increase in traffic crashes and alcohol involved traffic crashes, the city 
anticipates a significant increase in vehicle and pedestrian traffic due to the lack of manpower and focused 
enforcement during nighttime hours, and an increase in vehicle traffic due to spurring of night-time activities 
and a push for night life by city officials. There was a total of (28 crashes) nighttime injury traffic crashes in 
2021. In 2022, there was an increase to (35 crashes) and a slight decrease to (32 crashes) in 2023. 

An increase in traffic crashes combined with the anticipated increase in vehicle and pedestrian traffic has led 
the department to actively seek solutions to increase traffic safety within the community. The department 
hopes to conduct several traffic enforcement details to reduce the number of traffic crashes and victims by 
targeting drivers that are engaged in driving habits that have been identified as primary crash factors. This 
includes speed, driving under the influence, and inattentive/distracted drivers. In the year FY 22/23 we saw 
an increase in Traffic Officers from 2 officers to 4 officers. In 2023, we have maintained the 1 Motor Officer, 
1 Traffic Officer, added a Traffic Sergeant and Traffic Lieutenant. Within the upcoming year, 
the department anticipates in adding an additional Traffic Officer; making a total of 5 officers assigned to the 
traffic unit. 

The Huntington Park Police Department has seen a significant rise of crashes within the past few years, 
including a six hundred (600) percent rise in fatal traffic crashes. Speed continues to be a problem in 
Huntington Park. On average person month the department encounters (3) injury crashes where speed is 
the primary crash factor. The department issues approximately (26) citations per month for speed which is 
also due to our focused efforts. The totals for calendar year 2023 were (23) injury crashes and (0) fatal 
crashes where speed is the primary factor. The department issued (224) speed citations in 2023. Sixty (60) 
percent of the crashes in 2023 occurred as the result of “unsafe speed,” (based on our statistics). Despite 
conducting extra patrol enforcement, it has caused little to no effect in reducing the numbers of crashes 
caused by speeding violations. 

 

The Huntington Park Police Department conducted research in tools that may assist us in this matter and 
found that a Speed Radar/Message Trailer may have a significant impact in deterring speed violators. The 
Radar Trailer will be placed in different parts of the city where a high number of crashes occur and will be 
rotating throughout impacted arras in the city. The Radar Trailer also features a “Message Board” which 
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would assist our agency with educating the public on road safety, safe driving practices, and any OTS 
operations. The goal of the Huntington Park Police Department is deterring unsafe driving and create safe 
roads for our community and our children.

B. Objectives: Target Number 

1. Issue a press release announcing the kick-off of the grant by November 15. The 
kick-off press releases and media advisories, alerts, and materials must be 
emailed to the OTS Public Information Officer at pio@ots.ca.gov, and copied to 
your OTS Coordinator, for approval 7 days prior to the issuance date of the 
release.

2. Participate and report data (as required) in the following campaigns; Quarter 1:

3. Develop (by December 31) and/or maintain a “DUI BOLO” program to notify patrol 
and traffic officers to be on the lookout for identified repeat DUI offenders with a 
suspended or revoked license as a result of DUI convictions. Updated DUI BOLOs 
should be distributed to patrol and traffic officers monthly.

4. Send law enforcement personnel to the NHTSA Standardized Field Sobriety 
Testing (SFST) (minimum 16 hours) POST-certified training.

To 
enhance the overall deterrent effect and promote high visibility, it is recommended 
the grantee issue an advance press release and conduct social media activity for 
each checkpoint. For combination DUI/DL checkpoints, departments should issue 
press releases that mention DL's will be checked at the DUI/DL checkpoint. Signs 
for DUI/DL checkpoints should read "DUI/Driver's License Checkpoint Ahead." 
OTS does not fund or support independent DL checkpoints. Only on an exception 
basis and with OTS pre-approval will OTS fund checkpoints that begin prior to

3.  METHOD OF PROCEDURE 

A. Phase 1 – Program Preparation (1st Quarter of Grant Year) 

• The department will develop operational plans to implement the “best practice” strategies 
outlined in the objectives section. 

• All training needed to implement the program should be conducted in the first quarter. 

• All grant related purchases needed to implement the program should be made in the first quarter. 

• In order to develop/maintain the “DUI BOLOs,” research will be conducted to identify the “worst of 
the worst” repeat DUI offenders with a suspended or revoked license as a result of DUI 
convictions. The DUI BOLO may include the driver’s name, last known address, DOB, 
description, current license status, and the number of times suspended or revoked for DUI. DUI 
BOLOs should be updated and distributed to traffic and patrol officers at least monthly. 

• Implementation of the STEP grant activities will be accomplished by deploying personnel at high 
crash locations. 

Media Requirements: 
Issue a press release approved by the OTS PIO announcing the kick-off of the grant by November 15, 
but no sooner than October 1. The kick-off release must be approved by the OTS PIO and only 
distributed after the grant is fully signed and executed. If you are unable to meet the November 15 
deadline to issue a kick-off press release, communicate reasons to your OTS grant coordinator and OTS 
PIO. 

B. Phase 2 – Program Operations (Throughout Grant Year) 

• The department will work to create media opportunities throughout the grant period to call 
attention to the innovative program strategies and outcomes. 

 

Media Requirements 

The following requirements are for all grant-related activities: 

• Send all media advisories, alerts, videos, graphics, artwork, posters, radio/PSA/video scripts, 
storyboards, digital and/or print educational materials for grant-related activities to the OTS PIO 
at pio@ots.ca.gov for approval and copy your OTS grant coordinator. Optimum lead time would

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be 7 days before the scheduled release but at least 3 business days prior to the scheduled 
release date for review and approval is appreciated. 

• Send all Powerpoint presentations, online presentations and trainings for grant-related activities 
to the OTS PIO at pio@ots.ca.gov for approval and copy your OTS grant coordinator. Certified 
training courses are EXEMPT from the approval process. 

• The OTS PIO is responsible for the approval of the design and content of materials. The agency 
understands OTS PIO approval is not authorizing approval of budget expenditure or cost. Any 
cost approvals must come from the OTS grant coordinator. 

• Pre-approval is not required when using any OTS-supplied template for media advisories, press 
releases, social media graphics, videos or posts, or any other OTS-supplied educational material. 
However, copy the OTS PIO at pio@ots.ca.gov and your OTS grant coordinator when any 
material is distributed to the media and public, such as a press release, educational material, or 
link to social media post. The OTS-supplied kick-off press release templates and any kickoff 
press releases are an exception to this policy and require prior approval before distribution to the 
media and public. 

• If an OTS-supplied template, educational material, social media graphic, post or video is 
substantially changed, the changes shall be sent to the OTS PIO at pio@ots.ca.gov for approval 
and copy to your OTS grant coordinator. Optimum lead time would be 7 days prior to the 
scheduled release date, but at least 3 business days prior to the scheduled release date for 
review and approval is appreciated. 

• Press releases, social media posts and alerts on platforms such as NextDoor and Nixle reporting 
immediate and time-sensitive grant activities (e.g. enforcement operations, day of event 
highlights or announcements, event invites) are exempt from the OTS PIO approval process. The 
OTS PIO and your OTS grant coordinator should still be notified when the grant-related activity is 
happening (e.g. car seat checks, bicycle rodeos, community presentations, DUI checkpoints, 
etc.). 

• Enforcement activities such as warrant and probation sweeps, court stings, etc. that are 
embargoed or could impact operations by publicizing in advance are exempt from the PIO 
approval process. However, announcements and results of activities should still be copied to the 
OTS PIO at pio@ots.ca.gov and your OTS grant coordinator with embargoed date and time or 
with “INTERNAL ONLY: DO NOT RELEASE” message in subject line of email. 

• Any earned or paid media campaigns for TV, radio, digital or social media that are part of a 
specific grant objective, using OTS grant funds, or designed and developed using contractual 
services by a subgrantee, requires prior approval. Please send to the OTS PIO at 
pio@ots.ca.gov for approval and copy your grant coordinator at least 3 business days prior to the 
scheduled release date.

IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE CITY COUNCIL: 

Adopt Resolution establishing a policy that sets forth provisions to prohibit denial of 
water services to new developments that include affordable housing, and grant priority 
for affordable housing developments, as required by Government Code Section 
65589.7. 

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION 

The City’s Housing Element was certified by the California Department of Housing and 
Community Development on February 7, 2024. Program 9 of the Housing Action Plan 
requires the City to adopt a policy that establishes provisions to prohibit denial of water 
services to new developments that include affordable housing, and granting priority for 
the provision of water services to affordable housing developments. 

 
Program 9. Priority Water and Sewer Connections for Affordable Housing 

Per Government Code Section 65589.7, the city is required to work with water and sewer 
services to adopt written policies and procedures that grant a priority for service 
connections to developments that help meet the community’s share of the regional need 
for lower-income housing. The City’s Public Works Department, via our contract water 
purveyor currently connects water and sewer services/connections to projects with a 
permit with any special priorities, requirements, or conditions for specific projects. To 
ensure compliance as well as incentivize low-income housing, the City will submit a cover 
memo and Housing Element to the local water and sewer provider to prioritize 
connections for qualified lower-income single-family and multifamily development.

Staff has developed the Affordable Housing Priority Water Service Policy in conformance 
with Government Code Section 65589.7. Staff recommends adoption of Resolution to 
maintain compliance with state law and to complete Program 9 of the Housing Element. 

 
LEGAL REQUIREMENT 

Government Code Section 65589.7 requires the City to adopt a written policy that: 
 

1. Prohibits the denial or the conditioning of the approval of an application for water 
services, reducing the amount of the services applied for, by a proposed 
development that includes housing units affordable to lower-income households 
except in limited circumstances, and 

2. Grants priority for the provision of water services to proposed developments that 
include housing units affordable to lower-income households. 

FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING 

Adoption of the Affordable Housing Priority Water Service Policy would have no fiscal 
impact.

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF HUNTINGTON PARK, CALIFORNIA, 
AFFORDABLE HOUSING PRIORITY WATER 
SERVICE POLICY 

 
 

WHEREAS, the CITY OF HUNTINGTON PARK (City) is committed to the 
provision of water services to persons and entities within its jurisdiction, in conformity 
with federal and state laws; and 

 
WHEREAS, Government Code Section 65589.7 requires the City to adopt a 

written policy (1) barring the denial or the conditioning of approval of an application for 
water services, reducing the amount of the services applied for, by a proposed 
development that includes housing units affordable to lower income households 
except in limited circumstances, and (2) granting priority for the provision of water 
services to proposed developments that include housing units affordable to lower-
income households. 

 
NOW, THEREFORE, THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF HUNTINGTON 

PARK DOES HEREBY RESOLVE AS FOLLOWS: 
 

SECTION 1.  It is the policy of the City of Huntington Park (City) not to deny or 
condition the approval of an application for services to, or reduce the amount of 
services applied for by, a proposed development that includes housing units 
affordable to lower-income households, unless the City makes specific written findings 
that the denial, condition, or reduction is necessary due to the existence of one or 
more of the following: 

 
a. The City does not have "sufficient water supply," as defined in paragraph 

(2) of subdivision (a) of Section 66473.7 of the Government Code, or is 
operating under a water shortage emergency as defined in Section 350 
of the Water Code. 
 

b. The City does not have sufficient water treatment or distribution capacity 
to serve the needs of the proposed development, as demonstrated by a 
written engineering analysis and report. 

 
c. The City is subject to a compliance order issued by the State 

Department of Health Services or the State Water Resources Control 
Board Division of Drinking Water that prohibits new water connections.  

 

d. The applicant has failed to agree to the City’s terms and conditions 
relating to the provision of service generally applicable to development 
projects seeking service from the City, including, but not limited to, the 
requirements of local, state, or federal laws, regulations and ordinances, 
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payment of necessary fees or charges, and construction of on-site or off-
site improvements as needed to serve the proposed development to 
standards determined by the City. 

 
SECTION 2. In the event of service limitations due to supply, capacity or 

regulatory constraints, priority for new service connections shall be granted to 
proposed developments within the City’s jurisdiction that include housing units 
affordable to lower-income households in accordance with Government Code Section 
65589.7 (SB 1087, 2005) and the limitations set forth herein. To be eligible for this 
priority, the applicant must provide the City with written certification from appropriate 
federal, state or local agencies that the proposed development includes housing units 
at an affordable housing cost, as defined in Section 50052.5 of the Health and Safety 
Code, or at an affordable rent, as defined in Section 50053 of the Health and Safety 
Code to lower income households, as defined in Section 50079.5 of the Health and 
Safety Code.  

 
SECTION 3. Application of new service connection priority to any individual 

proposed development, when such application results in the denial or reduction of new 
service connections to other non-priority proposed developments, will be based on an 
engineering and planning analysis which considers all proposed developments and 
their anticipated demands on the City’s available supply, distribution and treatment 
capacity and recommends a means of distributing the available capacity in 
conformance with Government Code Section 65589.7 (SB 1087, 2005) and this policy. 
The analysis shall rely in part on the plans, documents and information provided by 
the applicants for the various proposed developments and the City’s Urban Water 
Management Plan. The analysis shall be accepted by the City prior to provision of 
service to any of the proposed developments. 

 
SECTION 4. To the extent practical, the City will develop projected water 

demands for single-family and multi-family residential housing for lower-income 
households as identified in the City’s Housing Element in conformance with Section 
10631.1 of the Water Code and these projections will be included in the City’s Urban 
Water Management Plan.  

 
SECTION 5. The City will adopt this policy and any related procedures 

concurrent with, but separate from, its adoption of updated Urban Water Management 
Plans which will occur regularly but not less than once every five years.  
 

SECTION 6. The City Clerk shall certify to the adoption of this Resolution.

The  City  of  Huntington  Park  entered  into  an  agreement  with  the  California  Attorney
General’s  Office  on  December  13,  2022,  to  make  a  sincere  and  enforceable  commitment
to  prepare  and  adopt  a  comprehensive  Environmental  Justice  Element  to  remedy  the
City’s  non-compliance  with  Senate  Bill  (SB)  1000,  while  also  meeting  the  obligations
under  SB  1000  to  engage  with  the  public  and  prepare  an  Environmental  Justice  Element
that  complies  with  SB  1000’s  mandates.

The  comprehensive  Environmental  Justice  Element  for  the  City  of  Huntington  Park,
adopted  on  November  13,  2023,  directs  the  Community  Development  Department  to
establish  a  permanent  body  to  assist  in  monitoring  the  City’s  implementation  of  the
Environmental  Justice  Element.

This  new  Committee’s  purpose  is  to  monitor  and  advise  the  City  Council  on  the
implementation  of  the  Environmental  Justice  Element.  The  Committee  will  advise  City
staff  on  implementation  strategies,  including  such  activities  as  Neighborhood  Plans  and
place-based  improvements.

Membership of the Committee will be structured like a Commission, with one
member appointed by each Councilmember for a total of five members.

WHEREAS, the City of Huntington Park and the California Attorney General’s
Office entered into a Memorandum of Understanding (dated December 13, 2022)
that the City would prepare and adopt a comprehensive Environmental Justice
Element to remedy its non-compliance with Senate Bill (SB) 1000; and

WHEREAS, the City of Huntington Park adopted its comprehensive
Environmental Justice Element on November 15, 2023; and

WHEREAS, the City’s adopted Environmental Justice Policies are designed to
provide real benefits to the City's disadvantaged communities, be enforceable, and
include specific actions to reduce community burdens; and

WHEREAS, the City of Huntington Park is committed to implementation of the
Environmental Justice Element, including policies, programs, and objectives outlined
in Chapter 3 of the Environmental Justice Element; and

WHEREAS, Environmental Justice Element Goal 6, Policy 6.3 directs the
Community Development and Communications Departments to “develop strategic
partnerships with trusted community leaders and local non-profit organizations to
ensure that community engagement reaches broad and diverse facets of the
community;” and

WHEREAS, the City established an Environmental Justice Advisory Committee
during the Environmental Justice Element development process and Policy 6.7
states that the City of Huntington Park will “continue to meet with the Environmental
Justice Advisory Committee over the lifetime of the Environmental Justice Element
to assist in monitoring implementation of the programs and policies outlined within
the document;” and

WHEREAS, per Environmental Justice Element Program 6.7.1, “by 2023, the
Community Development Department shall establish an Environmental Justice
Advisory Committee as a permanent body to assist in monitoring City

WHEREAS, per Program 6.7.2, “the Environmental Justice Advisory
Committee shall review the Environmental Justice component of the General Plan

PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION 
 
The State of California has mandated that commercial fleets convert to alternative forms 
of power by 2026 and later depending on the size of the commercial fleet. As such, the 
City of Huntington Park has begun the conversion to clean energy vehicles and has 
purchased six (6) electric vehicles. The City may intend to continue this trend in the near 
future with the purchase of electric vehicles during its upgrade of fleet vehicles as they 
become “aged out”. The electrical system at the Public Works Yard does not have the 
capacity to provide power to an electric vehicle charging area currently.  
 
To facilitate on site charging of electric vehicles, plans need to be developed and 
submitted to Southern California Edison (SCE) for approval to add a transformer 
dedicated to EV charging. A Request for Proposal (RFP) was issued on July 21, 2024, 
for qualified engineering firms to prepare plans, specifications, estimate and secure 
approval from SCE for the on-site charging system. Five (5) proposals were received 
ranging from a cost of $39,022 to $119,868. One proposal was non-responsive as they 
did not attach a fee proposal. The selected firm will be tasked with developing detailed 
plans, specifications and cost estimates and securing the necessary approval from SCE.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT 

THIS PROFESSIONAL SERVICES AGREEMENT (“Agreement”) is made and entered into 
this 2nd day of December, 2024 (hereinafter, the “Effective Date”), by and between the CITY
OF HUNTINGTON PARK, a municipal corporation (“CITY”) Infrastructure Engineers 
Hereinafter, (“CONTRACTOR”). For the purposes of this Agreement CITY and CONTRACTOR may 
be referred to collectively by the capitalized term “Parties.” The capitalized term “Party” may 
refer to CITY or CONTRACTOR interchangeably. 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the mutual covenants and conditions herein 
contained, CITY and CONTRACTOR agree as follows: 

I. ENGAGEMENT TERMS

SCOPE OF SERVICES: Subject to the terms and conditions set forth in this Agreement and all 

exhibits attached and incorporated hereto, CONTRACTOR agrees to perform the services and 

tasks set forth in Exhibit “A” (hereinafter referred to as the “Scope of Services”). 

CONTRACTOR further agrees to furnish to CITY all labor, tools, supplies, equipment, services, 

tasks and incidental and customary work necessary to competently perform and timely 

complete the services and tasks set forth in the Scope of Services. For the purposes of this 

Agreement the aforementioned services and tasks set forth in the Scope of Services shall 

hereinafter be referred to generally by the capitalized term “Work.” 

TERM: This Agreement shall commence on December 2, 2024 to June 30, 2025. It is the

CONTRACTOR’S responsibility to request an extension at least (60) days in advance of the 

expiration of term of the Agreement. Nothing in this Section shall operate to prohibit or 

otherwise restrict the CITY’s ability to terminate this Agreement at any time for convenience or 

for cause. 

COMPENSATION: 

A. CONTRACTOR shall perform the various services and tasks set forth in the Scope of
Services Exhibit “A”.

B. Section 1.3(A) notwithstanding, CONTRACTOR’S total compensation during the Term

of this Agreement or any extension term shall not exceed the budgeted aggregate sum

of $39,022 (hereinafter, the “Not-to-Exceed Sum”), unless such added expenditure is

first approved by the CITY acting in consultation with the City Manager and the Director

of Finance. In the event CONTRACTOR’S charges are projected to exceed the Not-to-

Exceed Sum prior to the expiration of the Term or any single extension term, CITY may

suspend CONTRACTOR’S performance pending CITY approval of any anticipated

expenditures in excess of the Not-to-Exceed Sum or any other CITY-approved amendment

to the compensation terms of this Agreement.

1.4 PAYMENT OF COMPENSATION: Following the conclusion of each calendar month, 
CONTRACTOR shall submit to CITY an itemized invoice indicating the services and tasks 
performed during the recently concluded calendar month, including services and tasks 



 

performed. If the amount of CONTRACTOR’S monthly compensation is a function of hours 
worked by CONTRACTOR’S personnel, the invoice shall indicate the number of hours worked 
in the recently concluded calendar month, the persons responsible for performing the Work, 
the rate of compensation at which such services and tasks were performed, the subtotal for 
each task and service performed and a grand total for all services performed. Within thirty (30) 
calendar days of receipt of each invoice, CITY shall notify CONTRACTOR in writing of any 
disputed amounts included in the invoice. Within forty-five (45) calendar day of receipt of each 
invoice, CITY shall pay all undisputed amounts included on the invoice. CITY shall not withhold 
applicable taxes or other authorized deductions from payments made to CONTRACTOR. 

 
1.5 ACCOUNTING RECORDS: CONTRACTOR shall maintain complete and accurate records with 

respect to all matters covered under this Agreement during and for a period of three (3) years 

after the expiration or termination of this Agreement. CITY shall have the right to access and 

examine such records, without charge. CITY shall further have the right to audit such records, 

to make transcripts therefrom and to inspect all program data, documents, proceedings, and 

activities. The City shall own all accounting records maintained by the CONTRACTOR. 

 
1.6 ABANDONMENT BY CONTRACTOR: In the event CONTRACTOR ceases to perform the 

Work agreed to under this Agreement or otherwise abandons the undertaking contemplated 
herein prior to the expiration of this Agreement or prior to completion of any or all tasks set forth 
in the Scope of Services, CONTRACTOR shall deliver to CITY immediately and without delay, 
all materials, records and other work product prepared or obtained by CONTRACTOR in the 
performance of this Agreement. Furthermore, CONTRACTOR shall only be compensated for 
the reasonable value of the services, tasks and other work performed up to the time of cessation 
or abandonment, less a deduction for any damages, costs or additional expenses which CITY 
may incur as a result of CONTRACTOR’S cessation or abandonment. 

 

II. PERFORMANCE OF AGREEMENT 
 

2.1 CITY’S REPRESENTATIVES: The CITY hereby designates the City Manager and Interim 
Director of Community Development (hereinafter, the “CITY Representatives”) to act as its 
representatives for the performance of this Agreement. The City Manager shall be the chief 
CITY Representative. The CITY Representatives or their designee shall act on behalf of the 
CITY for all purposes under this Agreement. CONTRACTOR shall not accept directions or 
orders from any person other than the CITY Representatives or their designee. 

 
2.2 CONTRACTOR REPRESENTATIVE AND CONTACT INFORMATION: 

CONTRACTOR hereby designates or designee to act as its representative for the performance 
of this Agreement (hereinafter, “CONTRACTOR Representative”). CONTRACTOR 
Representative shall have full authority to represent and act on behalf of the CONTRACTOR 
for all purposes under this Agreement. CONTRACTOR Representative or his designee shall 
supervise and direct the performance of the Work, using his best skill and attention, and shall 
be responsible for all means, methods, techniques, sequences and procedures and for the 
satisfactory coordination of all portions of the Work under this 



 

Agreement. Notice to the CONTRACTOR Representative shall constitute notice to 
CONTRACTOR. 

 
2.3 COORDINATION OF SERVICE; CONFORMANCE WITH REQUIREMENTS: CONTRACTOR 

agrees to work closely with CITY staff in the performance of the Work and this Agreement and 
shall be available to CITY staff and the CITY Representatives at all reasonable times. All work 
prepared by CONTRACTOR shall be subject to inspection and approval by CITY 
Representatives or their designees. 

 
2.4 STANDARD OF CARE; PERFORMANCE OF EMPLOYEES: CONTRACTOR represents, 

acknowledges and agrees to the following: 
A. CONTRACTOR shall perform all Work skillfully, competently and to the highest 

standards of CONTRACTOR’S profession; 

 
B. CONTRACTOR shall perform all Work in a manner reasonably satisfactory to the CITY; 

 
C. CONTRACTOR shall comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws and 

regulations, including the conflict of interest provisions of Government Code section 
1090 and the Political Reform Act (Government Code section 81000 et seq.); 

 

D. CONTRACTOR understands the nature and scope of the Work to be performed under 
this Agreement as well as any and all schedules of performance; 

 
E. All of CONTRACTOR’S employees and agents possess sufficient skill, knowledge, 

training and experience to perform those services and tasks assigned to them by 
CONTRACTOR; and 

 
F. All of CONTRACTOR’S employees and agents (including but not limited SUB-

CONTRACTOR) possess all licenses, permits, certificates, qualifications and approvals 
of whatever nature that are legally required to perform the tasks and services 
contemplated under this Agreement and all such licenses, permits, certificates, 
qualifications and approvals shall be maintained throughout the term of this Agreement 
and made available to CITY for copying and inspection. 

 
The Parties acknowledge and agree that CONTRACTOR shall perform, at CONTRACTOR’S 
own cost and expense and without any reimbursement from CITY, any services necessary to 
correct any errors or omissions caused by CONTRACTOR’S failure to comply with the standard 
of care set forth under this Section or by any like failure on the part of CONTRACTOR’S 
employees, agents, and SUB-CONTRACTOR. Such effort by CONTRACTOR to correct any 
errors or omissions shall be commenced immediately upon their discovery by either Party and 
shall be completed within seven (7) calendar days from the date of discovery or such other 
extended period of time authorized by the CITY Representatives in writing and in their sole and 
absolute discretion. The Parties acknowledge and agree that CITY’S acceptance of any work 
performed by CONTRACTOR or on CONTRACTOR’S behalf shall not constitute a release of 
any deficiency or delay in performance. The Parties further acknowledge, understand and 
agree that CITY has relied upon the foregoing representations of CONTRACTOR, including but 
not limited to the representation that CONTRACTOR possesses the skills, training, knowledge 
and experience necessary to perform the Work skillfully, competently and to the highest 
standards of CONTRACTOR’S profession. 

 
2.5 ASSIGNMENT: The skills, training, knowledge and experience of CONTRACTOR are 



 

material to CITY’s willingness to enter into this Agreement. Accordingly, CITY has an interest 
in the qualifications and capabilities of the person(s) who will perform the services and tasks to 
be undertaken by CONTRACTOR or on behalf of CONTRACTOR in the performance of this 
Agreement. In recognition of this interest, CONTRACTOR agrees that it shall not assign or 
transfer, either directly or indirectly or by operation of law, this Agreement or the performance 
of any of CONTRACTOR’S duties or obligations under this Agreement without the prior written 
consent of CITY. In the absence of CITY’S prior written consent, any attempted assignment or 
transfer shall be ineffective, null and void and shall constitute a material breach of this 
Agreement. 

 
2.6 CONTROL AND PAYMENT OF SUBORDINATES; INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR: The 

Work shall be performed by CONTRACTOR or under CONTRACTOR’S strict supervision. 
CONTRACTOR will determine the means, methods and details of performing the Work 
subject to the requirements of this Agreement. CITY retains CONTRACTOR on an 
independent CONTRACTOR basis and not as an employee. CONTRACTOR reserves the 
right to perform similar or different services for other principals during the term of this 
Agreement, provided such work does not unduly interfere with CONTRACTOR’S 
competent and timely performance of the Work contemplated under this Agreement and 
provided the performance of such services does not result in the unauthorized disclosure 
of CITY’s confidential or proprietary information. Any additional personnel performing the 
Work under this Agreement on behalf of CONTRACTOR are not employees of CITY and 
shall at all times be under CONTRACTOR’S exclusive direction and control. 
CONTRACTOR shall pay all wages, salaries and other amounts due such personnel and 
shall assume responsibility for all benefits, payroll taxes, Social Security and Medicare 
payments and the like. CONTRACTOR shall be responsible for all reports and obligations 
respecting such additional personnel, including, but not limited to: Social Security taxes, 
income tax withholding, unemployment insurance, disability insurance, workers’ 
compensation insurance and the like. 

 
2.7 REMOVAL OF EMPLOYEES OR AGENTS: If any of CONTRACTOR’S officers, employees, 

agents, or SUB-CONTRACTOR is determined by the CITY Representatives to be 

uncooperative, incompetent, a threat to the adequate or timely performance of the tasks 

assigned to CONTRACTOR, a threat to persons or property, or if any of CONTRACTOR’S 

officers, employees, agents, or SUBCONTRACTOR fail or refuse to perform the Work in a 

manner acceptable to the CITY, such officer, employee, agent, or SUB-CONTRACTOR shall 

be promptly removed by CONTRACTOR and shall not be reassigned to perform any of the 

Work. 

 
2.8 COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS: CONTRACTOR shall keep itself informed of and in compliance 

with all applicable federal, state or local laws to the extent such laws control or otherwise govern 
the performance of the Work. CONTRACTOR’S compliance with applicable laws shall include 
without limitation compliance with all applicable Cal/OSHA requirements. 

 
2.9 NON-DISCRIMINATION: In the performance of this Agreement, CONTRACTOR shall not 

discriminate against any employee, CONTRACTOR, or applicant for employment because of 
race, color, creed, religion, sex, marital status, sexual orientation, national origin, ancestry, age, 
physical or mental disability or medical condition. 

 

2.10. INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR STATUS: The Parties acknowledge, understand and agree that 

CONTRACTOR and all persons retained or employed by CONTRACTOR are, and shall at all 

times remain, wholly independent CONTRACTOR and are not officials, officers, 



 

employees, departments or subdivisions of CITY. CONTRACTOR shall be solely responsible 

for the negligent acts and/or omissions of its employees, agents, CONTRACTOR and SUB-

CONTRACTOR. CONTRACTOR and all persons retained or employed by CONTRACTOR 

shall have no authority, express or implied, to bind CITY in any manner, nor to incur any 

obligation, debt or liability of any kind on behalf of, or against, CITY, whether by CONTRACTOR 

or otherwise, unless such authority is expressly conferred to CONTRACTOR under this 

Agreement or is otherwise expressly conferred by CITY in writing. 

III. INSURANCE 

 
3.1 DUTY TO PROCURE AND MAINTAIN INSURANCE: Prior to the beginning of and throughout 

the duration of the Work, CONTRACTOR will procure and maintain policies of insurance that 

meet the requirements and specifications set forth under this Article. CONTRACTOR shall 

procure and maintain the following insurance coverage, at its own expense: 

 
A. Commercial General Liability Insurance: CONTRACTOR shall procure and maintain 

Commercial General Liability Insurance (“CGL Coverage”) as broad as Insurance 

Services Office Commercial General Liability coverage (Occurrence Form CG 0001) or 

its equivalent. Such CGL Coverage shall have minimum limits of no less than One 

Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) per occurrence and Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) 

in the general aggregate for bodily injury, personal injury, property damage, operations, 

products and completed operations, and CONTRACTOR dual liability. 

 
B. Automobile Liability Insurance: CONTRACTOR shall procure and maintain Automobile 

Liability Insurance as broad as Insurance Services Office Form Number CA 0001 

covering Automobile Liability, Code 1 (any auto). Such Automobile Liability Insurance 

shall have minimum limits of no less than Two Million Dollars ($2,000,000.00) per 

accident for bodily injury and property damage. 

 
C. Workers’ Compensation Insurance / Employer’s Liability Insurance: A policy of workers’ 

compensation insurance in such amount as will fully comply with the laws of the State 

of California and which shall indemnify, insure and provide legal defense for both 

CONTRACTOR and CITY against any loss, claim or damage arising from any injuries 

or occupational diseases occurring to any worker employed by or any persons retained 

by CONTRACTOR in the course of carrying out the Work contemplated in this 

Agreement. 

 
3.2 ADDITIONAL INSURED REQUIREMENTS: The CGL Coverage and the Automobile Liability 

Insurance shall contain an endorsement naming the CITY and CITY’S elected and appointed 

officials, officers, employees, agents and volunteers as additional insureds. 

3.3 REQUIRED CARRIER RATING: All varieties of insurance required under this Agreement shall 

be procured from insurers admitted in the State of California and authorized to issue policies 

directly to California insureds. Except as otherwise provided elsewhere under this Article, all 

required insurance shall be procured from insurers who, according to the latest edition of the 

Best’s Insurance Guide, have an A.M. Best’s rating of no less than A: VII. CITY may also accept 

policies procured by insurance carriers with a Standard & Poor’s rating of no less than BBB 

according to the latest published edition the Standard & Poor’s rating guide. As to Workers’ 

Compensation Insurance/ Employer’s Liability Insurance, the CITY Representatives are 

authorized to authorize lower ratings than those set forth in this Section. 



 

3.4 PRIMACY OF CONTRACTOR’S INSURANCE: All policies of insurance provided by 

CONTRACTOR shall be primary to any coverage available to CITY or CITY’S elected or 

appointed officials, officers, employees, agents or volunteers. Any insurance or self-insurance 

maintained by CITY or CITY’S elected or appointed officials, officers, employees, agents or 

volunteers shall be in excess of CONTRACTOR’S insurance and shall not contribute with it. 

 
3.5 WAIVER OF SUBROGATION: All insurance coverage provided pursuant to this Agreement 

shall not prohibit CONTRACTOR officers, employees, agents, CONTRACTOR or SUB-

CONTRACTOR from waiving the right of subrogation prior to a loss. CONTRACTOR hereby 

waives all rights of subrogation against CITY. 

 
3.6 VERIFICATION OF COVERAGE: CONTRACTOR acknowledges, understands and agrees, 

that CITY’S ability to verify the procurement and maintenance of the insurance required under 
this Article is critical to safeguarding CITY’S financial well-being and, indirectly, the collective 
well-being of the residents of the CITY. Accordingly, CONTRACTOR warrants, represents and 
agrees that it shall furnish CITY with original certificates of insurance and endorsements 
evidencing the coverage required under this Article on forms satisfactory to CITY in its sole and 
absolute discretion. The certificates of insurance and endorsements for each insurance 
policy shall be signed by a person authorized by that insurer to bind coverage on its 
behalf and shall be on forms provided by the CITY if requested. All certificates of insurance 
and endorsements shall be received and approved by CITY as a condition precedent to 
CONTRACTOR’S commencement of any work or any of the Work. Upon CITY’S written 
request, CONTRACTOR shall also provide CITY with certified copies of all required insurance 
policies and endorsements. 

 

IV. INDEMNIFICATION 

 
4.1 The Parties agree that CITY and CITY’S elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, 

agents and volunteers (hereinafter, the “CITY Indemnitees”) should, to the fullest extent 
permitted by law, be protected from any and all loss, injury, damage, claim, lawsuit, cost, 
expense, attorneys’ fees, litigation costs, or any other cost arising out of or in any way related 
to the performance of this Agreement. Accordingly, the provisions of this indemnity provision 
are intended by the Parties to be interpreted and construed to provide the CITY Indemnitees 
with the fullest protection possible under the law. CONTRACTOR acknowledges that CITY 
would not enter into this Agreement in the absence of CONTRACTOR’S commitment to 
indemnify, defend and protect CITY as set forth herein. 

 
4.2 To the fullest extent permitted by law, CONTRACTOR shall indemnify, hold harmless and 

defend the CITY Indemnitees from and against all liability, loss, damage, expense, cost 
(including without limitation reasonable attorneys’ fees, expert fees and all other costs and fees 
of litigation) of every nature arising out of or in connection with CONTRACTOR’S performance 
of work hereunder or its failure to comply with any of its obligations contained in this Agreement. 

 
4.3 CITY shall have the right to offset against the amount of any compensation due CONTRACTOR 

under this Agreement any amount due CITY from CONTRACTOR as a result of 
CONTRACTOR’S failure to pay CITY promptly any indemnification arising under this Article 
and related to CONTRACTOR’S failure to either (i) pay taxes on amounts received pursuant to 
this Agreement or (ii) comply with applicable workers’ compensation laws. 

 
4.4 The obligations of CONTRACTOR under this Article will not be limited by the provisions of any 

workers’ compensation act or similar act. CONTRACTOR expressly waives its statutory 

immunity under such statutes or laws as to CITY and CITY’S elected and appointed officials, 



 

officers, employees, agents and volunteers. 

 
4.5 CONTRACTOR agrees to obtain executed indemnity agreements with provisions identical to 

those set forth here in this Article from each and every CONTRACTOR or any other person or 

entity involved by, for, with or on behalf of CONTRACTOR in the performance of this 

Agreement. In the event CONTRACTOR fails to obtain such indemnity obligations from others 

as required herein, CONTRACTOR agrees to be fully responsible and indemnify, hold harmless 

and defend CITY and CITY’S elected and appointed officials, officers, employees, agents and 

volunteers from and against any and all claims and losses, costs or expenses for any damage 

due to death or injury to any person and injury to any property resulting from any alleged 

intentional, reckless, negligent, or otherwise wrongful acts, errors or omissions of 

CONTRACTOR’S, SUB-CONTRACTOR or any other person or entity involved by, for, with or 

on behalf of CONTRACTOR in the performance of this Agreement. Such costs and expenses 

shall include reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred by counsel of CITY’S choice. 

 
4.6 CITY does not, and shall not, waive any rights that it may possess against CONTRACTOR 

because of the acceptance by CITY, or the deposit with CITY, of any insurance policy or 

certificate required pursuant to this Agreement. This hold harmless and indemnification 

provision shall apply regardless of whether or not any insurance policies are determined to be 

applicable to the claim, demand, damage, liability, loss, cost or expense. 

 
4.7 This Article and all provisions contained herein (including but not limited to the duty to 

indemnify, defend and hold free and harmless) shall survive the termination or normal 

expiration of this Agreement and is in addition to any other rights or remedies which the CITY 

may have at law or in equity. 

 
V. TERMINATION 

 
5.1 TERMINATION WITHOUT CAUSE: CITY may terminate this Agreement at any time for 

convenience and without cause by giving CONTRACTOR a minimum of five (5) calendar day’s 

prior written notice of CITY’S intent to terminate this Agreement. Upon such termination for 

convenience, CONTRACTOR shall be compensated only for those services and tasks which 

have been performed by CONTRACTOR up to the effective date of the termination. 

CONTRACTOR may not terminate this Agreement except for cause as provided under Section 

5.2, below. If this Agreement is terminated as provided herein, CITY may require 

CONTRACTOR to provide all finished or unfinished Documents and Data, as defined in Section 

6.1 below, and other information of any kind prepared by CONTRACTOR in connection with 

the performance of the Work. CONTRACTOR shall be required to provide such Documents 

and Data within fifteen (15) calendar days of CITY’S written request. No actual or asserted 

breach of this Agreement on the part of CITY pursuant to Section 5.2, below, shall operate to 

prohibit or otherwise restrict CITY’S ability to terminate this Agreement for convenience as 

provided under this Section. 

 
5.2 EVENTS OF DEFAULT; BREACH OF AGREEMENT: 

 

A. In the event either Party fails to perform any duty, obligation, service or task set forth under this 

Agreement (or fails to timely perform or properly perform any such duty, obligation, service or 

task set forth under this Agreement), an event of default (hereinafter, “Event of Default”) shall 

occur. For all Events of Default, the Party alleging an Event of Default shall give written notice 

to the defaulting Party (hereinafter referred to as a “Default Notice”) which shall specify: (i) the 

nature of the Event of Default; (ii) the action required to cure the Event of Default; (iii) a date 

by which the Event of Default shall be cured, which shall not be less than 



 

the applicable cure period set forth under Sections 5.2.B and 5.2C below or if a cure is not 

reasonably possible within the applicable cure period, to begin such cure and diligently 

prosecute such cure to completion. The Event of Default shall constitute a breach of this 

Agreement if the defaulting Party fails to cure the Event of Default within the applicable cure 

period or any extended cure period allowed under this Agreement. 

 
B. CONTRACTOR shall cure the following Events of Defaults within the following time periods: 

 
i. Within three (3) business days of CITY’S issuance of a Default Notice for any failure of 

CONTRACTOR to timely provide CITY or CITY’S employees or agents with any 

information and/or written reports, documentation or work product which CONTRACTOR 

is obligated to provide to CITY or CITY’S employees or agents under this Agreement. 

Prior to the expiration of the 3-day cure period, CONTRACTOR may submit a written 

request for additional time to cure the Event of Default upon a showing that 

CONTRACTOR has commenced efforts to cure the Event of Default and that the Event 

of Default cannot be reasonably cured within the 3-day cure period. The foregoing 

notwithstanding, CITY shall be under no obligation to grant additional time for the cure 

of an Event of Default under this Section 5.2 B.i. that exceeds seven (7) calendar days 

from the end of the initial 3-day cure period; or 

 
ii. Within fourteen (14) calendar days of CITY’S issuance of a Default Notice for any other 

Event of Default under this Agreement. Prior to the expiration of the 14-day cure period, 

CONTRACTOR may submit a written request for additional time to cure the Event of 

Default upon a showing that CONTRACTOR has commenced efforts to cure the Event 

of Default and that the Event of Default cannot be reasonably cured within the 14-day 

cure period. The foregoing notwithstanding, CITY shall be under no obligation to grant 

additional time for the cure of an Event of Default under this Section 5.2B.ii that exceeds 

thirty (30) calendar days from the end of the initial 14-day cure period. 

 
In addition to any other failure on the part of CONTRACTOR to perform any duty, obligation, 

service or task set forth under this Agreement (or the failure to timely perform or properly 

perform any such duty, obligation, service or task), an Event of Default on the part of 

CONTRACTOR shall include, but shall not be limited to the following: (i) CONTRACTOR’S 

refusal or failure to perform any of the services or tasks called for under the Scope of Services; 

(ii) CONTRACTOR’S failure to fulfill or perform its obligations under this Agreement within the 

specified time or if no time is specified, within a reasonable time; (iii) CONTRACTOR’S and/or 

its employees’ disregard or violation of any federal, state, local law, rule, procedure or 

regulation; (iv) the initiation of proceedings under any bankruptcy, insolvency, receivership, 

reorganization, or similar legislation as relates to CONTRACTOR, whether voluntary of 

involuntary; (v) CONTRACTOR’S refusal or failure to perform or observe any covenant, 

condition, obligation or provision of this Agreement; and/or (vii) CITY’S discovery that a 

statement representation or warranty by CONTRACTOR relating to this Agreement is false, 

misleading or erroneous in any material respect. 

 
C. CITY shall cure any Event of Default asserted by CONTRACTOR within forty-five (45) calendar 

days of CONTRACTOR’S issuance of a Default Notice, unless the Event of Default cannot 

reasonably be cured within the 45-day cure period. Prior to the expiration of the 45-day cure 

period, CITY may submit a written request for additional time to cure the Event of Default upon 

a showing that CITY has commenced its efforts to cure the Event of Default and that the Event 

of Default cannot be reasonably cured within the 45-day cure period. The foregoing 

notwithstanding, an Event of Default dealing with CITY’S failure to timely pay any 



 

undisputed sums to CONTRACTOR as provided under Section 1.4, above, shall be cured by 

CITY within five (5) calendar days from the date of CONTRACTOR’S Default Notice to CITY. 

 
D. CITY, in its sole and absolute discretion, may also immediately suspend CONTRACTOR’S 

performance under this Agreement pending CONTRACTOR’S cure of any Event of Default by 

giving CONTRACTOR written notice of CITY’S intent to suspend CONTRACTOR’S 

performance (hereinafter, a “Suspension Notice”). CITY may issue the Suspension Notice at 

any time upon the occurrence of an Event of Default. Upon such suspension, CONTRACTOR 

shall be compensated only for those services and tasks which have been rendered by 

CONTRACTOR to the reasonable satisfaction of CITY up to the effective date of the 

suspension. No actual or asserted breach of this Agreement on the part of CITY shall operate 

to prohibit or otherwise restrict CITY’S ability to suspend this Agreement as provided herein. 

 
E. No waiver of any Event of Default or breach under this Agreement shall constitute a waiver of 

any other or subsequent Event of Default or breach. No waiver, benefit, privilege, or service 

voluntarily given or performed by a Party shall give the other Party any contractual rights by 

custom, estoppel, or otherwise. 

 
F. The duties and obligations imposed under this Agreement and the rights and remedies 

available hereunder shall be in addition to and not a limitation of any duties, obligations, rights 

and remedies otherwise imposed or available by law. In addition to any other remedies 

available to CITY at law or under this Agreement in the event of any breach of this Agreement, 

CITY, in its sole and absolute discretion, may also pursue any one or more of the following 

remedies: 

 
i. Upon written notice to CONTRACTOR, CITY may immediately terminate this 

Agreement in whole or in part; 

 
ii. Upon written notice to CONTRACTOR, CITY may extend the time of 

performance; 

 
iii. CITY may proceed by appropriate court action to enforce the terms of the 

Agreement to recover damages for CONTRACTOR’S breach of the Agreement 

or to terminate the Agreement; or 

 
iv. CITY may exercise any other available and lawful right or remedy. 

 
CONTRACTOR shall be liable for all legal fees plus other costs and expenses that CITY 

incurs upon a breach of this Agreement or in the CITY’S exercise of its remedies under 

this Agreement. 

 
G. In the event CITY is in breach of this Agreement, CONTRACTOR’S sole remedy shall be the 

suspension or termination of this Agreement and/or the recovery of any unpaid sums lawfully 

owed to CONTRACTOR under this Agreement for completed services and tasks. 

 
5.3 SCOPE OF WAIVER: No waiver of any default or breach under this Agreement shall constitute 

a waiver of any other default or breach, whether of the same or other covenant, warranty, 

agreement, term, condition, duty or requirement contained in this Agreement. No waiver, 

benefit, privilege, or service voluntarily given or performed by a Party shall give the other Party 

any contractual rights by custom, estoppel, or otherwise. 

 
5.4 SURVIVING ARTICLES, SECTIONS AND PROVISIONS: The termination of this Agreement 



 

pursuant to any provision of this Article or by normal expiration of its term or any extension 

thereto shall not operate to terminate any Article, Section or provision contained herein which 

provides that it shall survive the termination or normal expiration of this Agreement. 

 
VI. MISCELLANEOUS PROVISIONS 

 
6.1 DOCUMENTS & DATA; LICENSING OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY: All Documents and 

Data shall be and remain the property of CITY without restriction or limitation upon their use or 

dissemination by CITY. For purposes of this Agreement, the term “Documents and Data” means 

and includes all reports, analyses, correspondence, plans, drawings, designs, renderings, 

specifications, notes, summaries, strategies, charts, schedules, spreadsheets, calculations, 

lists, data compilations, documents or other materials developed and/or assembled by or on 

behalf of CONTRACTOR in the performance of this Agreement and fixed in any tangible 

medium of expression, including but not limited to Documents and Data stored digitally, 

magnetically and/or electronically. This Agreement creates, at no cost to CITY, a perpetual 

license for CITY to copy, use, reuse, disseminate and/or retain any and all copyrights, designs, 

and other intellectual property embodied in all Documents and Data. CONTRACTOR shall 

require all SUB-CONTRACTORS working on behalf of CONTRACTOR in the performance of 

this Agreement to agree in writing that CITY shall be granted the same right to copy, use, reuse, 

disseminate and retain Documents and Data prepared or assembled by any CONTRACTOR 

as applies to Documents and Data prepared by CONTRACTOR in the performance of this 

Agreement. 

 
6.2 CONFIDENTIALITY: All data, documents, discussion, or other information developed or 

received by CONTRACTOR or provided for performance of this Agreement are deemed 

confidential and shall not be disclosed by CONTRACTOR without prior written consent by 

CITY. CITY shall grant such consent if disclosure is legally required. Upon request, all CITY 

data shall be returned to CITY upon the termination or expiration of this Agreement. 

CONTRACTOR shall not use CITY’S name or insignia, photographs, or any publicity pertaining 

to the Work in any magazine, trade paper, newspaper, television or radio production or other 

similar medium without the prior written consent of CITY. 

 
6.3 FALSE CLAIMS ACT: CONTRACTOR warrants and represents that neither CONTRACTOR 

nor any person who is an officer of, in a managing position with, or has an ownership interest 

in CONTRACTOR has been determined by a court or tribunal of competent jurisdiction to have 

violated the False Claims Act, 31 U.S.C., section 3789 et seq. and the California False Claims 

Act, Government Code section 12650 et seq. 

 
6.4 NOTICES: All notices permitted or required under this Agreement shall be given to the 

respective Parties at the following addresses, or at such other address as the respective Parties 

may provide in writing for this purpose:

Such notices shall be deemed effective when personally delivered or successfully transmitted

Party at its applicable address. 

 
6.5 COOPERATION; FURTHER ACTS: The Parties shall fully cooperate with one another and 

shall take any additional acts or sign any additional documents as is reasonably necessary, 

appropriate or convenient to achieve the purposes of this Agreement. 

 
6.6 SUBCONTRACTING: CONTRACTOR shall not SUB-CONTRACTOR any portion of the Work 

required by this Agreement, except as expressly stated herein, without the prior written approval 

of CITY. SUB-CONTRACTORS (including without limitation SUB-CONTRACTORS with Sub-

CONTRACTOR’S), if any, shall contain a provision making them subject to all provisions 

stipulated in this Agreement, including provisions relating to insurance requirements and 

indemnification. 

 
6.7 CITY’S RIGHT TO EMPLOY OTHER CONTRACTOR: CITY reserves the right to employ other 

CONTRACTOR in connection with the various projects worked upon by CONTRACTOR. 

 
6.8 PROHIBITED INTERESTS: CONTRACTOR warrants, represents and maintains that it has not 

employed nor retained any company or person, other than a bona fide employee working solely 

for CONTRACTOR, to solicit or secure this Agreement. Further, CONTRACTOR warrants and 

represents that it has not paid nor has it agreed to pay any company or person, other than a 

bona fide employee working solely for CONTRACTOR, any fee, commission, percentage, 

brokerage fee, gift or other consideration contingent upon or resulting from the award or making 

of this Agreement. For breach or violation of this warranty, CITY shall have the right to rescind 

this Agreement without liability. For the term of this Agreement, no member, officer or employee 

of CITY, during the term of his or her service with CITY, shall have any direct interest in this 

Agreement, or obtain any present or anticipated material benefit arising therefrom. 

 
6.9 TIME IS OF THE ESSENCE: Time is of the essence for each and every provision of this 

Agreement. 

 
6.10 GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE: This Agreement shall be interpreted and governed according 

to the laws of the State of California. In the event of litigation between the Parties, venue, 
without exception, shall be in the Los Angeles County Superior Court of the State of California. 
If, and only if, applicable law requires that all or part of any such litigation be tried exclusively 
in federal court, venue, without exception, shall be in the Central District of California located 
in the City of Los Angeles, California. 

 
6.11 ATTORNEYS’ FEES: If either Party commences an action against the other Party, either legal, 

administrative or otherwise, arising out of or in connection with this Agreement, the prevailing 
Party in such litigation shall be entitled to have and recover from the losing Party reasonable 
attorneys’ fees and all other costs of such action. 

 
6.12 SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS: This Agreement shall be binding on the successors and 

assigns of the Parties. 

 
6.13 NO THIRD-PARTY BENEFIT: There are no intended third-party beneficiaries of any right or 

obligation assumed by the Parties. All rights and benefits under this Agreement inure 

exclusively to the Parties. 



 

6.14 CONSTRUCTION OF AGREEMENT: This Agreement shall not be construed in favor of, or 

against, either Party but shall be construed as if the Parties prepared this Agreement together 

through a process of negotiation and with the advice of their respective attorneys. 

 
6.15 SEVERABILITY: If any portion of this Agreement is declared invalid, illegal, or otherwise 

unenforceable by a court of competent jurisdiction, the remaining provisions shall continue in 

full force and effect. 

 
6.16 AMENDMENT; MODIFICATION: No amendment, modification or supplement of this 

Agreement shall be valid or binding unless executed in writing and signed by both Parties, 

subject to CITY approval. The requirement for written amendments, modifications or 

supplements cannot be waived and any attempted waiver shall be void and invalid. 

 
6.17 CAPTIONS: The captions of the various articles, sections and paragraphs are for convenience 

and ease of reference only, and do not define, limits, augment, or describe the scope, content, 

or intent of this Agreement. 

 
6.18 INCONSISTENCIES OR CONFLICTS: In the event of any conflict or inconsistency between 

the provisions of this Agreement and any of the exhibits attached hereto, the provisions of this 

Agreement shall control. 

 
6.19 ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This Agreement including all attached exhibits is the entire, complete, 

final and exclusive expression of the Parties with respect to the matters addressed herein and 

supersedes all other agreements or understandings, whether oral or written, or entered into 

between CITY and CONTRACTOR prior to the execution of this Agreement. No statements, 

representations or other agreements, whether oral or written, made by any Party which are not 

embodied herein shall be valid or binding. No amendment, modification or supplement to this 

Agreement shall be valid and binding unless in writing and duly executed by the Parties 

pursuant to Section 6.15, above. 

 
6.20 COUNTERPARTS: This Agreement shall be executed in three (3) original counterparts each 

of which shall be of equal force and effect. No handwritten or typewritten amendment, 

modification or supplement to any one counterpart(s) shall be valid or binding unless made to 

all three counterparts in conformity with Section 6.16, above. One fully executed original 

counterpart shall be delivered to CONTRACTOR and the remaining two original counterparts 

shall be retained by CITY.

1. INTRODUCTION 

The City of Huntington Park is seeking the services of a highly qualified Contractor to provide 
LANDSCAPE MAINTENANCE SERVICES. 

 
2. SCOPE OF SERVICES 

The City is interested in receiving proposals from qualified firms to perform Landscape maintenance 
services and other related items. The scope of services to be provided by the selected consultant 
for this project includes the following:

Meet with City staff to finalize scope of work and final schedule. 

 

• General Requirements 
The Contractor shall adhere to all current applicable federal, state, and local laws, 

codes and ordinances, including, but not limited to, those promulgated by CAL-

OSHA, FEDOSHA, EPA, DIR, and the California State Department of Health 

Services. 

The Contractor shall utilize green products whenever possible. A list of green 
products to be utilized by the Contractor shall be pre-approved by the City prior to 
use. The Scope of Services are as follows: 

3. DEFINITIONS: A-H 

A. LAWN CARE 

• LAWN CARE 

Lawns shall be mowed turf-grass one (1) time per week during the months 
of March through October, Turf-grass shall be mowed every other week 
during the months of November through February. The Contractor may mow 
one (1) time per week during the months of November thru February a no 
additional cost to the City as directed by the City. The cutting edge of all 
mowing equipment shall be kept in a sharp condition, free of organic 
material, and they shall be kept in proper adjustment. Rough cutting of grass 
will not be permitted. Prior to mowing, all trash and foreign materials are to 
be removed from lawn areas. All areas containing Kikuyu grass or Bermuda 
grass, as the primary grass shall be mowed at 3/4 height. All areas with 
bluegrass or perennial rye grass as the primary grass shall be mowed with 
a rotary or reel type mower at a minimum height of 2 inches in dry warm 
weather and 1 1/2 inches during the cool rainy season as determined by the 
City. Edging of all turf areas adjacent to hardscape including but not limited 
to paving, curbs, gutter, sidewalk, etc. must be completed monthly and on 
an as needed basis so that no turf overhangs hardscape area to the 
satisfaction of the Director of Public Works or designee. Trimming of 
vegetation around all trees, fences, walls, and any other vertical surfaces 
and/or obstacles shall be completed at a minimum of monthly and as needed 
to the satisfaction of the Director of Public Works or designee.

Lawns shall be kept free of weeds. Weeding may be done manually or using 
selective weed killers. Extreme caution shall be observed if selective weed 
killers are used, not to damage any other plants. If spraying is done, it shall 
only be done at times when there is no wind. 

The Contractor is responsible to over seed all damaged or bare turf areas 
on a continual basis to re-establish turf to an acceptable quality as 
determined by the City. This task shall be per performed at no additional 
cost to the City. Reseeded areas shall receive supplemental water by hand 
or portable sprinkler as needed to establish turf. The top dress material, 
seed, and application rate shall be as approved by the City. The 
Contractor shall be responsible for removal of all litter and debris 
from turf prior to mowing. All trash receptacles shall be emptied, all 
debris or litter created by or worsened by the mowing operation shall 
be removed prior to the crew leaving the site. Failure to do so will 
result in the issuing of a Deficiency Notice and a deduction from the 
monthly payment reflecting the cost to clean up the debris. 

• LAWN TRIMMING 

All edges shall be trimmed after each cutting or more often as 

necessary. Trimming shall include cutting all grass along walls, 

fences, curbs, sidewalks, shrubs, tree trunks, poles, or any other 

object immediately adjacent to the lawn areas. 

The trimming shall be done by power edgers or by hand, but in no case 

will soil sterilant or other types of herbicides be permitted for use in 

edging. Immediately after trimming, a contact herbicide approved by 

the State Department of Agriculture and the City may be applied 

around the base of trees and sprinkler heads but shall not exceed 2" 

beyond the perimeter of the head. Spray around trees shall not 

exceed 6" from the base of the tree. No herbicide is to come in contact 

with the tree. Herbicides used along walls shall not exceed 4" from 

the base of wall. 

Trim around sprinkler heads as necessary to provide maximum water 
coverage. 

 
Care shall be taken to avoid damage to tree trunks, shrubs, sprinklers, 

buildings and other structures. Damage shall be reported to the 

Director and repairs made at the Contractor's expense. 

After trimming, all debris shall be raked off the lawn, swept off of 

sidewalks and paved areas, and collected for disposal. 

• LAWN RENOVATING 

Lawns at all City Properties shall be renovated (Dethatching and top 

dressing) once each year. Dethatching shall be done in October. 
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 Contractor shall over seed all turf areas immediately after 

dethatching. Seed with perennial rye grass approved by the Director, 

at recommended seed rates with sodding as needed, in 

January/February. This shall include dugout areas at the 

baseball/softball fields. 

All lawn depressions shall be brought level to grade with topsoil and 

reseeding as necessary. 

Infield turf areas on Baseball Diamonds shall be renovated to include, 

dethatching, over seeding, top dressing, and sodding as needed, in 

January/February. This shall include dugout areas. 

• LAWN WATERING 

Lawns shall be deeply watered, as weather conditions require 

providing adequate moisture for optimum growth. Lawns shall at no 

time show a lack of fresh green color or a loss of resilience due to lack 

of water. Irrigation shall be done between 11:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. 

 

Wherever the permanently installed sprinkler system does not 

adequately cover the areas, the Contractor shall set out additional hoses 

and sprinklers as required to uniformly irrigate all areas. 

Excessive water in streets shall be avoided. Every effort will be made to 

conserve water. Automatic controllers shall be programmed so as to 

keep lawn areas in a green healthy condition, utilizing the least amount 

of water. 

All recently reseeded areas shall be watered to prevent excessive run-

off or ponding, but shall also be watered on a regular basis to ensure 

germination. 

Manual watering of newly planted trees and/or any trees that do not 

have automatic irrigation and/or are not fully established is required. 

• LAWN FERTILIZING 

Lawns shall be fertilized at least two times a year. Application shall be 

at the rate of 3 to 4 pounds of actual nitrogen per 1,000 square feet per 

year. One of the applications shall be of a complete or balanced fertilizer 

containing not less than 4 percent phosphorous and 4 percent 

potassium in addition to nitrogen. Iron and other elements shall be 

included if required to correct soil deficiencies. 

The Director and Public Works Supervisor shall be notified prior to 

application of fertilizers. All turf areas shall be aerated prior to fertilization 

by removing 2" deep cores of sod with an aerator machine at not more 

than 6" spacing. 
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The second application shall be of straight nitrogen fertilization. Lawns 

shall be watered immediately after fertilization to prevent burning of 

grass. 

 
 

B. IRRIGATION SYSTEMS 

Before beginning the maintenance program, the Contractor shall inspect all 

systems and report damages or incorrect operation to the Director and 

Public Works Supervisor. The Contractor will be responsible for the 

operation of the irrigation system and maintenance of sprinkler heads, risers, 

solenoid valves, mainline, and lateral lines. 

 

Specifically, the Contractor shall: 

Where the installed sprinkler system does not cover the area adequately, 

the Contractor shall provide his own sprinklers and hoses to adequately 

water the area, until he makes permanent changes to correctly cover the 

area. 

Repair and adjust all heads to maintain proper coverage. 

Remove the last head from each system and flush the lines, if required. 

Repair and replace any equipment damaged as a result of contract 

operations at the Contractor's expense. All replacements to be original type 

equipment or equal. 

The contractor will provide materials for the repair and extension of irrigation 

systems, including piping, connections, risers, sprinkler heads, and valves. 

Inspect all automatic systems on a weekly basis to insure proper operation of 
the system. Repair or replace valve or other malfunctions. 

The contractor shall provide automatic moisture-sensitive control irrigation 
systems which shall restrict the operation of said systems during rainy periods. 

The contractor shall be responsible for cascading and 

setting controllers. All irrigation systems shall 

automatically turn off during rainy days. 

Watering of planters shall be controlled to avoid excessive drainage on 
sidewalks and/or hardscape creating a hazard and staining. 

Irrigation of general areas controlled by automatic time clocks shall be watered 
between 11:00 p.m. and 6:00 a.m. 
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Manual irrigation shall be performed during normal working hours except when 

prohibited by Local, Regional, State, or Federal regulations or mandates. 

 
 

C. SHRUB AND GROUND COVER 

1. SHRUB AND GROUND COVER WATERING 

Contractor shall water trees, shrubs and ground cover deeply and slowly to 
establish moisture to the full depth of the root zone. Watering shall be done in a 
manner to avoid erosion, excessive run-off, or creation of a waterlogged soil 
condition. Hoses and sprinklers shall be used to supplement the sprinkler 
system where necessary to insure complete coverage. In areas where no such 
sprinkler system exists, the Contractor shall water with hoses or other apparatus 
as necessary, to insure deep watering. Areas having manual valves to operate, 
bubbler heads, or skinner lines will be used to irrigate by the Contractor. 

Trees and shrubs shall be deeply watered as weather conditions require to 
provide adequate moisture for optimum growth. Trees and shrubs shall at no 
time show a lack of fresh green color due to lack of water. 

Wherever the permanently installed sprinkler system does not adequately cover 
the areas, the Contractor shall install a permanent irrigation system as required 
to uniformly irrigate all areas, at the Contractors expense. 

Excessive water in streets shall be avoided. Every effort will be made to 
conserve water. Automatic controllers shall be programmed so as to keep 
planted areas in a green, healthy condition, utilizing the least amount of water 
practicable. 

2. SHRUB AND GROUND COVER PRUNING 

Pruning shall be done according to the natural growth of each individual 

plant to maintain proper plant health by cutting out dead, diseased or injured 

wood and to control growth when an unshapely shrub might result. 

Excessive pruning or stubbing back will not be permitted. All cuts over one 

inch in diameter shall be painted with approved tree wound dressing. All 

pruning cuts shall be made flush and shall be cut with no damage to the 

surrounding bark. All dead or damaged branches shall be removed 

Pruning of shrubs shall be done as needed to achieve the following: 

- To shape, particularly to correct misshaping caused by the wind. 

Maintain shape where hedged. 

- To raise the lower branches of trees above 7' minimum head 
height from ground. Public safety shall be a prime consideration in 
trimming trees. 

- To cut back shrubs and ground cover where they encroach on the paved 

areas or become intertwined. 

 

 

 

 

- To cut back branches that are rubbing on walls, fences, and buildings, 
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or overhanging header board areas. 

- To remove suckers, waterspouts, and other undesirable growths from 
the trees. 

Oleanders shall be kept trimmed as necessary to always keep all City 

signs clearly visible to traffic. 

All pruning operations will be conducted to provide maximum safety for the 

public and shaped to conform to horticultural standards. 

Major pruning of shrubs shall be done during the dormant season. Minor 

pruning may be done at any time. 

Oleander shrubs and trees shall be trimmed after the bloom season. 

The contractor shall remove all dead trees, including stump grinding and turf 
repair. 

Pruning of tree roses shall be done at the end of January/February by 

cutting and removing all dead and old wood and spraying with oil emulsion 

after pruning. 

Uniformity is important, encourage the weak side by pruning to produce 

more bloom, leave more lateral wood. 

 

3. SHRUB AND GROUND COVER WEEDING 

Weed and cultivate the ground cover areas and other areas as needed to 

keep them free of weeds. Pre-emergent weed control chemicals can be 

used to control weeds on the railroad right-of-way only. 

4. SHRUB AND GROUND COVER STAKING 

Maintain and replace stakes and guys with material equal to existing. 

Maintain and replace plant ties to provide support without damage to bark. 

5. SHRUB AND GROUND COVER FERTILIZING 

Fertilize all trees, shrubs, and ground cover once a year with an approved 

complete fertilizer. Fertilizer shall be applied in April. Fertilize at the following 

rates at each application: 1/4 pound per shrub; 1 pound per tree of less than 

1-inch trunk diameter; 3/4 pound per tree with more than 1-inch trunk 

diameter; 20 pounds per 1,000 square feet of ground cover. The fertilizer for 

roses shall be a slow-release organic-type with 6-6-6 compositions or equal. 

Application of an iron fertilizer shall be used as needed throughout the year, 

where necessary, to maintain healthy, vigorous growth and good foliage. 

 

 

 

6. SHRUB AND GROUND COVER TRIMMING 
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All ground cover shall be edged and cut back once every month to promote 

good health and appearance. A cleared circle 18" to 24" in diameter shall 

be maintained at base of tree in ground cover area to reduce competition for 

nutrients. Edge ground cover to keep in bounds as necessary to achieve an 

overall even appearance. Trim around sprinkler heads as needed to provide 

maximum water coverage. Trim Ivy and other ground cover as necessary to 

restrict growth from encroaching on curbs or other adjacent areas. Growth 

retardants may be used. 

The contractor shall remove dead and damaged shrubs, and ground cover 

and replant with material of equivalent size, condition and variety, subject to 

the approval of the Director. 

The Contractor, at the Contractor's expense, shall replace all plant material 

that has died as determine by the Director. This includes turf, ground cover, 

shrubs, and trees. Plants destroyed by vandalism, outside construction, or 

by City forces shall be the responsibility of the Contractor and replaced at 

the Contractor's expense. 

Annual flowers shall be replaced and planted three times a year and more 

often, if required, by the Contractor as determined by the Director. Flowers 

to be furnished by Contractor. There shall be no alterations in existing 

landscape without prior consent by the Director. 

7. SHRUB PLANTING 

Planting located within 50 feet of any railroad crossing shall not be permitted 

to grow to a height in excess of four feet above the top of the railroad's 

adjacent tracks. Adequate cultural care shall be undertaken by the Contractor 

to ensure strict compliance with said height restriction. Planting shall not be 

permitted to foul any water lines nor shall planting be located less than 15 

feet from the centerline of railroad tracks. 

 

8. SHRUB CARE - CIVIC CENTER 

Camellias and Azaleas and all plants located between the County Court 

Building, City Hall Building, and the Police Building shall be raked out weekly 

or more often as needed to keep areas free of leaves and litter. Azalea and 

Camellia shrubs and trees shall be trimmed after the bloom season. 

9. PLANTS 

As plants expire, Contractor will replace with drought tolerant plants per the 
City's direction and approval at the Contractor's expense. 

 
 
 

 

 

D. PEST, WEED, SNAIL, INSECT & DISEASE CONTROL 
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Pest Control 

Landscaped areas (shrub and ground cover) 

Weed control 

All landscaped areas shall be treated with appropriate pre-emergent herbicide 
at the recommended rate according to the label. 

All areas within the boundaries of the site, that are not landscaped, shall be 
treated monthly to eliminate weeds. All weeds that are four (4) inches and 
above shall be removed mechanically or by hand. 

Weed Control - Paved Surfaces & Arterial Roads 

The contractor shall be responsible for controlling, by mechanical or chemical 
means, weeds growing in concrete walkways, sidewalks, cracks, or expansion 
joints, within each site and in areas contiguous to the City landscape. All weeds 
that are four (4) inches and above shall be removed mechanically or by hand. 

Snail Control 

Snails shall be controlled on an as-needed basis on all plan material, as 

determined by the Director. 

Insect and Disease Control 

All landscaped areas shall receive appropriate treatment with EPA-registered 
pesticides for any insect or disease which causes or may cause damage to 
plants. 

 

E. SPORTS FIELD MAINTENANCE 

Required Equipment 

• Gator Utility Vehicle or equivalent vehicle - designed for ball field 
maintenance.  

• Water Pumps 

• Sports Dugout Tool/Base Anchor Dugout Tool  

• Drying agent for puddles 

• Tarps - to cover pitching mound and home field plate on Ball Park 
#4 to remove and store in chalk shed during inclement weather 

Baseball/Softball Infield Maintenance - Salt Lake Park 

Skin/Baseline Areas Maintain a level surface with uniform consistency 
throughout the areas. Problems areas include edges, player position areas, 
sliding, and lead-off areas.

Salt Lake Park detaching the perimeter of the infield (2' from 

the infield edge) and around the warning track of fields once (1) per year. 

Laser Leveling -Annually, starting on the second week of December of 2025. 

Dragging Equipment/ Techniques:  

The following dragging techniques shall be applied to all baseball/softball 

infields. All dragging should avoid the grass edges by staying at least one 

foot away- the area next to the grass edge should be hand-raked. 

a. Scarifying drag: loosens and mixes the top½", or so, of skin material 

(Hilltopper mound clay) with the conditioner (topdressing) material 

typically consisting of Hilltopper mound clay. Scarifying drags also level 

the cleat marks created in the skin base Hilltopper mound clay. Baselines 

should be dragged by hand if there is grass on both sides. 

b. Leveling drag: fills in minor swales created from sliding and concentrated 

cleat activity at the player position areas and baselines. Care should 

always be taken when dragging near the grass edges to avoid moving 

any loose soil into the grass thus contributing to the lip problem. For best 

results on the skin area, dragging with a level drag should be in circles 

with a minimum turning radius of the equipment used to pull the drag. A 

medium turning radius at a slow speed prevents the tires on the 

equipment from digging into the Hilltopper mound clay base. Keeping the 

turning radius the same and overlapping the drag width half way from the 

previous drag pass will help ensure a more uniform and level surface. 

c. Grooming drag: puts the finishing touches on the leveling process by 

eliminating any ridges created by the scarifying and leveling drags. It also 

helps establish a more uniform distribution of the conditioner or top-

dressing material. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Edges: The infield/outfield edges require daily maintenance. Lightly raking 

or sweeping away any loose infield material in the grass on a daily basis will 

greatly reduce lip buildup. Periodically, the edges will require re-

establishment every week by setting up a taught string line stretched from 

one base cutout to the other. Then, with a power edger, cut along the string 
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line to cut grass stolon's and straighten the edge line. Once the edge has 

been cut remove any loose grass debris - this may involve the use of a hoe 

to remove any Bermuda grass that has become anchored on the skin side 

of the edge. With a re­ defined edge add enough infield skin mix necessary 

to re-level the edge line and compact with a small hand roller. One should 

be able to stand on the edge line (straddling the grass and skin) without 

feeling any elevation difference. 

Daily Maintenance: 

Rake/broom level.  

Weekly Maintenance: 

Maintain level grade. 

Monthly Maintenance: Re-screen surface, scarify, and add Hilltopper mound 
clay, level. 

Annual Maintenance: Scarify, add Angel Mix as needed, laser level, add 

Hilltopper mound clay as needed. 

Moisture Management: The key component to any good infield skin and 

baseline is proper moisture within the soil profile. Proper moisture can take 

a poor performing infield and turn it into one of superior performance. 

Daily Maintenance: Apply even moisture. 

Pitcher's Mound/ Home Plate Area: 

Daily pitcher's mound and home plate maintenance is required. 

Repair holes on the mound and in the batter and catcher boxes utilizing this 

5-step process: 

Step 1: Using a kitchen broom remove all loose soil from holes - the base 

of the hole should be firm and hard. 

Step 2: Using a pump-up sprayer or a hose with an on/off nozzle set to a 

trickle wet the base of the hole to the point where the Hilltopper mound clay 

in the bottom of the hole becomes sticky and slightly slimy - make sure the 

edges of the hole are wet as well. 
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Step 3: Add moist Hilltopper mound clay material to the hole. 

Step 4: Compact the applied Hilltopper mound clay material with a tamper 

making sure the compaction is occurring throughout the entire area of the 

hole. Compact area until it is level with the surrounding surface. 

Step 5: Keep Hilltopper mound clay moist for best playability and minimal 

disruption - apply light amounts of water as needed to prevent Hilltopper 

mound clay from drying out and cracking. Use of tarps will help retain 

moisture within the Hilltopper mound clay during hot sunny days. 

 

Key mound repair areas will include the launch area (next to the rubber), the 

landing area (approximately 5 feet down the slope from the rubber), and the 

follow-through area (approximately 3 feet to the right and left of the landing 

area). 

 

Key home plate areas will include the holes in both batters boxes, the 

catchers box, the start line toward 1st base (typically located just outside the 

right batter's box and in line with the foul line), and the sliding area into home 

plate from the 3rd base side. 

 
Mound Maintenance 

Daily Maintenance: Repair holes with Hilltopper mound clay.  
Weekly Maintenance: Reestablish perch/slope 
Monthly Maintenance: Reestablish circle, reestablish height. 
Annual Maintenance: Reestablish circle, height, perch, slope, rotate 
rubber, and laser level. 

 
Batter Boxes 

Daily Maintenance: Repair holes with Hilltopper mound clay.  
Weekly Maintenance: Re-level area. 

 
Bullpen Maintenance 

Daily Maintenance: Repair holes with Hilltopper mound clay.  
Weekly Maintenance: Reestablish perch/slope. 
Monthly Maintenance: Reestablish height.  
Annual Maintenance: Rotate pitching rubber.  

 
Baseline Maintenance 

Daily Maintenance: Drag, level, rake, chalk.  
Weekly Maintenance: Power edge, scarify, level.  
Monthly Maintenance: Add Angel Mix as needed.

Field Turf Maintenance Guidelines- Salt Lake Park Bermuda Grass 

maintenance (April – October) 

 

 

Mowing: Once Bermuda grass comes out of dormancy begin mowing at ¾" 

height to reduce shade from cool-season grasses and allow more heat to the 

crown of the Bermuda plant with a reel mower. Mowing frequency should be 

1x per week. Clippings can be left if the 1/3 rule is followed. Hybrid Bermuda 

prefers a mowing height of½"-¾". 

Fertilization: Apply a complete fertilizer at a rate of 1 lb. of N per 1000 sf 

every month. In June and July the amount of N shall be increased to 1.5 lbs. 

per 1000 square feet or an additional application of ½ lb. per 1000 square 

feet can be applied two weeks following the 1 lb. N application. The ratio of 

nitrogen (N) to potassium (K) should be close to equal with phosphorous (P) 

and ¼ that of N and K. Fertilizer selected should include some secondary 

nutrients (calcium, magnesium, and sulfur) as well. Apply micro nutrients 

(iron, manganese, zinc, copper and boron) at the label rate in June and July- 

this can be either in granular form or liquid form if spray equipment is 

available. 

Dethatching: Vertical mow all turf grass areas in June or July at the 

completion of field activity. Vertical cutting blades should be spaced 

approximately every ¾" and set to the depth of the soil surface. If equipment 

has vertical blade spacing greater than 2" then make 2 passes at right 

angles over entire area. Debris should be removed. Vertical mowing will 

provide some viable stolon's that can be placed in heavily worn areas for 

establishment. Aeration: All sports field turf areas should be core aerified 

every month. Deep-tine aeration is to be performed once a year in the 

summer when the fields are not in use. Depending on the depth of irrigation 

pipes aerating to a 12" depth is required. If deep-tine aeration is not an option 

then core aerating to a minimum of 3" is recommended. Cores must be 

collected from the field at the conclusion of each work day. 
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Topdressing: Topdressing should be performed at the same time aeration 

takes place. Topdressing mix should consist of 90% washed medium sand 

(.5mm-.25mm) and 10% finely composted organic material. Application rate 

should be approximately 40 cubic yards per acre. 

Perennial Ryegrass / Tall Fescue Maintenance (Oct-Apr) 

Mowing: Raise the height of cut to 1" and mow 1x per week. Mowing should 

be done with a reel type mower. Clippings can be left if the 1/3 rule is followed.  

Aeration: All sports field turf areas should be core aerified every year. Deep-

tine aeration is to be performed once a year in the summer when the fields 

are not in use.

The design and 
operation of work zone traffic controls must comply with US Department of 
Transportation/Federal Highway Administration guidelines. All operations will be conducted 
by the Contractor to provide maximum safety for the public according to the most recent 
edition of the California Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (CAMUTCD). 

 
Contractor shall be responsible for supplying and using all safety equipment necessary to 
close or delineate traffic lanes to through traffic. This is to include a high visibility arrow boards 
as necessary. The Contractor, prior to use, shall obtain City approval of all traffic safety 
equipment prior to use. 

 
Illuminated arrow boards, sign stands, delineators and/or adequate cones shall be used to 
identify work site for vehicular and pedestrian safety. The City may, at its own discretion, 
specify certain times or days when closures are not allowed. 

 
Contractor shall maintain accessibility for all emergency services, including access to fire 
hydrants. Contractor shall cooperate with trash collection operations and other municipal 
services. 

 

Public Noticing of Tree Pruning Operations 
 

Contractor shall be required to notify residents and/or businesses of scheduled tree pruning 
operations at least forty-eight (48) hours prior to the work being performed. Notifications shall 
be made in the form of door hangers. 

 
City approved “No Parking” signs shall be posted on individual trees scheduled for pruning 
twenty-four (24) hours prior to the work being performed. 
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Clean Up 
 

Contractor shall clean all job sites when work is completed, including the raking of leaves, 
twigs, etc. from the lawns and parkways and the sweeping of streets. 

 

Each day’s scheduled work shall be completed and cleaned up and under no circumstances 
shall any brush, leaves, debris or equipment be left on the street overnight. 

 

Brush and debris generated by the Contractor shall be removed daily, sidewalks swept, lawns 
and parkways raked out, and gutters cleaned. 
 
The City Engineer or his authorized representative shall be the sole judge as to the adequacy 
of the clean-up. 

 
Disposal of Debris 

 

All tree branches produced as a result of the Contractor’s operations under this Contract will 
be reduced, reused, recycled, and/or transformed. The Contractor will generate a monthly 
Green Waste Recycling report detailing the amount of material generated and recycled within 
the City. 

 
Wood Chips: 
a. Chips generated from pruning operations within the City of Huntington Park may first 

be dumped at a City designated site, if authorized by City staff. The second option is 
disposal at the Contractors sole expense. 

 
b. At the direction of the City, wood waste generated from tree removals shall be chipped 

into pure wood chips with an even, uniform size. These chips may be dumped in 
specified locations in the City, if authorized by City staff. The second option is disposal 
at the Contractors sole expense. 

Inspections 
 

The City Engineer or designated representative shall, at all times, have access to the work 
and shall be furnished with every reasonable facility for ascertaining full knowledge 
respecting the progress, workmanship, and character of materials and equipment used and 
employed in the work.

Contractor shall be required to submit invoices on a monthly basis. Invoice format shall 
include but not be limited to a list of each street that tree maintenance operations took place, 
the address of each individual planted tree, the species, height and trunk diameter of each 
individual tree. Failure to submit invoices in this format may result in non-payment until these 
requirements are met. 

 
Uniforms 

 

All employees of Contractor performing services shall be dressed in clean, unaltered 
uniforms with suitable company identification. No portion of the uniform may be removed 
while working. Contractor employees shall appear neat and well-groomed at all times. 

 
Special Circumstances 

 

The CITY recognizes that in addition to the routine maintenance services described in the 
Scope of Services (Exhibit “A”), the Contractor may be tasked to provide services that are 
outside the regularly scheduled activities due to emergencies, special circumstances, or any 
other unforeseen situation. 

 

The Contractor will provide labor, tools, equipment, materials and supplies necessary to 
complete all the work described below in a timely manner that will meet the City’s 
requirements at no additional cost to the City.

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8. General Maintenance and Clean Up 

All trimmings, woodcuttings, trash, rubbish and debris shall be promptly removed from the site 
during normal working hours. All areas shall remain free of trash and debris. 
All lawns, ground covers, areas around shrubs and trees next to buildings, fences, benches, 
sidewalks, playgrounds, sandboxes, curbs and gutters shall be kept free from weeds, little 
rocks, glass and debris on a continual basis. 

 

Areas shall be policed and cleaned of debris and litter daily by the Contractor. Trash 
receptacle liners shall be replaced as needed. 

 
Contractor is responsible for keeping concrete and asphalt surfaces clean and free of trash and 
debris on an as ¬needed basis.

All sand/play areas shall be raked and cleaned in such a manner as to eliminate broken pieces 
of glass, nails, or other harmful debris; the Contractor shall clean these areas daily. 

 

Any eroded places shall be repaired by the replacement of topsoil to bring them back to 
original grade as required. 

 

Contractor shall dispose of all woodcutting, weeds, leaves and other debris from the work site. 
 

Upon completion of any work project, the Contractor shall remove remaining excess materials, 
waste, rubbish, debris, and its construction and installation equipment from the premises. Any 
dirt or stains caused by the work shall be removed. 

 
Contractor shall empty all trash receptacles provided by the City on a daily or as needed basses 
during regular working hours. Contractor shall use and provide at its own expense trash liners 
for each trash receptacle. 

 
Contractor shall provide and use all necessary signs, cones, delineations, and other traffic 
control devices necessary to meet D.M.V. and OSHA work area traffic control laws and 
regulations. 

 

• Adherence to All Local, State and Federal Laws and Requirements 
The Contractor shall adhere to all applicable federal, state, and local laws, codes and ordinances, 
including, but not limited to, those promulgated by CAL-OSHA, FED-OSHA, EPA, and the California 
State Department of Health Services. It shall be mandatory upon the Contractor to whom the 
agreement is awarded to pay not less than the prevailing rates of wages to all workers employed by 
him in the execution of the agreement. The Contractor will be required to comply with the California 
Labor Code, Article 2, Section 1770 through 1780 inclusive and Article 5, Section 1810 through 
1861 inclusive (Laws and Regulations governing the payment of prevailing wages).  
 
 
 
 
 
The Contractor shall pay its employees the general prevailing rate of wages as determined by the 
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Director of the Department of Industrial Relations. Contractor and any of their subcontractors shall 
keep an accurate payroll record showing the name, address, social security number, work 
classification, straight time and overtime hours worked each day and week, and the- actual per diem 
wages paid to each journeyman, apprentice, worker, or other employee employed. The payroll 
records shall be certified, available for inspection, and copies thereof furnished with the payment 
requests as prescribed in Section 1776 of the Labor Code. Contractor shall keep the City informed 
as to the location of the records and shall be responsible for the compliance with these requirements 
by all subcontractors. 

 
9. KEY PERSONNEL 

It is essential that the contractor provide adequate experienced personnel, capable of and devoted to the 
successful accomplishment of work to be performed under this contract. 

The Contractor shall assign specific individuals to the key positions: 

• The Contractor agrees that, once assigned to work under this contract, key personnel shall not be 
removed or replaced without written notice to the City. 

• If key personnel are not available for work under this contract for a continuous period exceeding 
thirty calendar days, or are expected to devote substantially less effort to the work than initially 
anticipated, the Contractor shall immediately notify the City, and shall, subject to the concurrence 
of the City, replace such personnel with personnel of substantially equal ability and qualifications. 

The contractor shall be responsible for, but not limited to, the following: 

• Adherence to schedules; 

• Maintenance or replacement of equipment; 

• Notifying City of any personnel changes; and 

• Training of new personnel.

CONSIDERATION AND APPROVAL FOR AUTHORIZATION FOR CITY MANAGER 
TO ESTABLISH BANKING ACCOUNTS TO WELLS FARGO BANK 
 
IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT THE CITY COUNCIL: 
 

1. Authorize the City Manager to re-establish a banking relationship with Wells 
Fargo Bank for the City’s banking needs, open the necessary bank accounts, 
contract for other banking services as deemed appropriate and negotiate 
favorable banking services rates. 

 
BACKGROUND 
 
The City established a banking relationship with CalPrivate bank in 2018, previously the 
City had a banking relationship with Wells Fargo bank. The City currently has checking 
accounts for the City, the Successor Agency, a bank account for Workers’ 
Compensation third party administrator payments for benefits/settlements. Additionally, 
the City maintains armored car transport for the City’s cash and coin on a daily basis to 
maintain security over the City’s most vulnerable asset. And finally, the City, with the 
coordination of the City’s banking partner, offers lockbox payments and on-line 
payments for utility accounts and many other payments from the City’s residential and 
business customers.   
 
Throughout the ROAR project, the Finance department has been evaluating City 
partnerships and identifying cost-saving opportunities. The City currently pays 
approximately $100,000 in bank fees, $42,000 is avoidable.  
 
In 2018, when the City switched to CalPrivate bank, the move was based on the 
following criteria: 

1. Excellent Customer Service 
2. Cost Savings for the City in banking fees

3. Working toward the future with enhanced technology in banking services 
4. The foundation for an interactive process where the City and bank support a 

cohesive customer service partnership for the community 
 
In evaluating the banking relationship with CalPrivate, the following was discovered: 
 

1. No local bank branches within the City 
2. Lockbox services were provided by Wells Fargo 
3. Credit Card services were provided by a third party, now PAYA 
4. Community members having difficulty cashing City issued Checks at a local bank 
5. Increased Bank Fees  

 
 
During the pandemic, the City provided the senior community with guaranteed income 
by way of an issued check; some of the seniors had to use check cashing 
establishments due to the lack of a local CalPrivate bank branch. If CalPrivate bank had 
a local branch, the residents would have been able to cash checks at the local branch 
without a fee. 
 
On multiple occasions during the last 18 months, Finance department staff have needed 
to visit local banks to convert larger bills for lower denomination bills. The local Wells 
Fargo branch has accommodated the City staff request. This could be done through 
CalPrivate bank; however, staff would have to either drive to Beverly Hills or order the 
cash that would take a week to be fulfilled.  
  
The City has a business relationship with Wells Fargo bank through its lockbox and 
investment services. Wells Fargo bank is a “go-to” bank for municipalities as the bank is 
a full-service bank, that can implement new technologies and integrate with the City’s 
ERP system (Tyler Munis). Additionally, through their local branch Wells Fargo can 
assist the residents and staff with their respective banking needs.  
 
FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING 
 
The City of Huntington Park currently maintains cash balances/compensating balances 
in its main City bank account to offset the fees charged by the bank. The Finance 
Director has determined that the City will realize $42,000 annually in direct cost savings 
as well as other savings in staff time due to the ability to work through one partnership 
to address banking needs. 
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RECOMMENDATION 
 
Authorize the City Manager to re-establish the City’s banking relationship with Wells 
Fargo Bank for all services deemed necessary and appropriate for the City of 
Huntington Park.

BACKGROUND 
 
The Dodgers Dreamteam Program is a baseball and softball youth development program 
of the Los Angeles Dodgers Foundation (LADF) that aims to: increase participation in the 
sport and use it as an engagement tool to increase access to education, literacy, health, 
wellness and recreational resources in underserved communities.  The Dodgers 
Dreamteam program utilizes a bigger than baseball approach and focuses on youth 
development as it engages communities and families in programming. The resources 
provided as part of the grant include: uniform jerseys, pants, socks, hats, practice t-shirts, 
gloves, bats, tees, catcher’s gear, baseballs, softballs, workshops, skills training, financial 
assistance to offset umpire and field maintenance costs, financial assistance to offset 
staffing of a Dreamteam Coordinator to focus on this grant, an online registration tool, 
marketing materials, support from LADF and access to education and health resources 
for the youth and their families. This is an “Invitation Only” grant and fortunately, it will be 
the sixth consecutive year that we have been invited to apply for and potentially receive 
this grant.

CONSIDERATION OF AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE HUNTINGTON PARK 
MUNICIPAL CODE BY ADDING A NEW CHAPTER RELATING TO THE 
REGULATION OF LOBBYING ACTIVITIES 
 
IT IS RECOMMENDED THAT CITY COUNCIL: 

 
1. Conduct a public hearing and take public testimony; and 

2. Waive the first reading and introduce an ordinance amending the Huntington 
Park Municipal Code by adding a new chapter relating to the regulation of 
lobbying activities; and 

3. Schedule the second reading and adoption of said ordinance for the next City 
Council meeting. 

 
PURPOSE/JUSTIFICATION OF RECOMMENDED ACTION 
 
This ordinance regulates lobbying activities within the City of Huntington Park to 
promote transparency, accountability, and public confidence in government. It 
introduces rules requiring lobbyists and vendors to register, disclose their activities, and 
adhere to reporting requirements. Additionally, it prohibits activities that may 
compromise the integrity of government operations, such as contingency fees, conflicts 
of interest, and inappropriate gifts. 
 
This proposed ordinance aligns with state laws, including the California Political Reform 
Act, and reflects the City Council’s commitment to ensuring that lobbying activities are 
conducted transparently and ethically. The ordinance provides mechanisms to oversee 
lobbying activities and imposes penalties for non-compliance.

This ordinance complies with the California Political Reform Act and other applicable 
state laws. The city attorney has reviewed and approved it in its current form. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT/FINANCING 
 
This ordinance imposes a registration fee of $100 annually for lobbyists and vendors, 
with a reduced fee of $50 for registrations after July 1 of any given year. Additional fees 
of $25 per client will also be collected. The City Clerk’s Office will manage these fees, 
which are intended to offset administrative costs related to compliance and 
enforcement. No additional budget appropriations are required at this time. 
 
CONCLUSION 
 
Upon Council approval, staff will proceed with implementing the proposed ordinance, 
including publicizing the new regulations and coordinating with the City Clerk’s Office to 
establish the registration and reporting systems.

A ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
HUNTINGTON PARK, CALIFORNIA, AMENDING THE 
HUNTINGTON PARK MUNICIPAL CODE BY ADDING A 
NEW CHAPTER 12 OF TITLE 2 RELATING TO THE 
REGULATION OF LOBBYING ACTIVITIES 

 
 WHEREAS, the City of Huntington Park (the “City”) is a municipal corporation 
and General Law City, pursuant to which it has the right and power to make and 
enforce all laws and regulations in respect to municipal affairs and certain other 
matters in accordance with its “policing powers”; and 
 
 WHEREAS, the City Council desires to increase transparency, accountability, 
and public confidence in City government by establishing rules and regulations for 
lobbyists to register with the City and report their lobbying activities; and 
 
 WHEREAS, while Article 3 (Lobbying, Chapter 1 (City Council) of Title 2 
(Administration) currently prohibits lobbying activities from former City 
councilmembers, it does not regulate the activities of lobbyist in general; and 
 
 WHEREAS, it is in the public interest to ensure that lobbyists do not 
misrepresent facts, their positions or attempt to deceive a City official through false 
communications; do not place a City official under personal obligation to 
themselves or their clients; and do not represent that they can control the actions of 
any City official; and 
 
 WHEREAS, to accomplish such purpose, it is necessary to amend the 
Huntington Park Municipal Code by adding a new Chapter 12 entitled “City 
Lobbying” relating to the regulation of lobbying activities in conformance with state 
law, including but not limited to, the California Political Reform Act (and as 
thereafter amended). 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF HUNTINGTON PARK AS FOLLOWS: 
 
 SECTION 1.  The City Council hereby finds that the foregoing recitals 
are true and correct and are incorporated herein as substantive findings of 
this Ordinance. 
 
 SECTION 2. The City Council hereby approves adding Chapter 12 (City 
Lobbying) to Title 2 (Administration) to the Huntington Park Municipal Code to read 
as follows: 
 

CHAPTER 12 CITY LOBBYING 
 

2-12.101 Title. 
 

ATTACHMENT "A"
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This Chapter shall be known and cited as the "City of Huntington Park Lobbying 
Ordinance." 
 

2-12.102 Purpose.  
 
The purpose of this ordinance is to promote transparency, accountability, and public 
confidence in government by regulating lobbying activities in the City of Huntington 
Park and ensuring that all stakeholders involved in influencing government decisions 
are subject to the same level of oversight. It is in the public interest to adopt this 
Chapter to ensure adequate and effective disclosure of information about efforts to 
lobby City government.  
 

2-12.103 Definitions. 
 
For the purposes of this Chapter, the following terms are defined as: 
 
“City” means the City of Huntington Park, California. 
 
“Client” means any person or entity that compensates or reimburses a lobbyist for the 
purpose of lobbying. 
“Lobbyist” means any individual or entity who, for compensation or other economic 
consideration, engages in lobbying activities within the City of Huntington Park. 
   
“Lobbying” means any communication, whether oral, written, or electronic, with a 
public official or employee of the City of Huntington Park, for the purpose of 
influencing legislative or administrative action, including but not limited to decisions, 
policies, contracts, permits, licenses, or other matters within the official jurisdiction of 
the City. “Lobbying” does not include a communication: 

1. Merely requesting information or inquiring about the facts or status of any 
municipal question, matter, or procedure, and not attempting to influence a City 
Official; 

2. Made by a Public Official or employee (including, but not limited to, an official or 
employee of the City of Huntington Park) acting in his or her official capacity; 

3. Made in the form of a written comment filed in the course of a public proceeding 
or any other communication that is made on the record in a public proceeding; 

4. Made in writing as a petition for official action and required to be a public record 
pursuant to established City procedures and applicable law; 

5. Made in writing to provide information in response to an oral or written request 
by a City Official for specific information, the content of which is compelled by 
law; 

6. Made by a technical consultant on behalf of an applicant to provide information, 
analysis, or explanation necessary to the proceedings or review of an 
application; 

7. Made in response to a public notice soliciting communications from the public 
and directed to the official specifically designated in the notice to receive such 
communications; 

8. Made on behalf of an individual with regard to that individual’s employment or 
benefits; 

9. Made by a fact witness or expert witness at an official proceeding; or 
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10. Made by a person solely on behalf of that individual or his/her relative. 
 
“Person” or “person” means any individual, domestic or foreign corporation, for-profit 
or non-profit entity, firm, association, syndicate, union, chamber of commerce, joint-
stock company, partnership of any kind, limited liability company, common-law trust, 
society, or any other group of persons acting in concert not expressly exempt from 
application of this Chapter.  
   
“Public Official” means any elected or appointed official, officer, or employee of the 
City of Huntington Park, including members of City Council, boards and commissions. 
   
 
“Vendor” means any person, company, or entity that contracts with or seeks to 
contract with the City of Huntington Park to provide goods or services, and who 
directly or indirectly hires or compensates a lobbyist to influence City officials or City 
policy on their behalf. 
 

2-12.104 Registration Requirements; Registration Fees. 
 

Registration: All Lobbyists must register with the City Clerk’s Office within 
fifteen (15) days after qualifying as a “Lobbyist” under Section 2-12.103 and 
prior to engaging in any lobbying activities within the City. The registration 
process, including the form and manner of registration shall be determined by 
the City Clerk’s Office.  

(a) Vendor Registration: Vendors who hire or compensate Lobbyists to influence 
City policies, decisions, or contracts must also register with the City Clerk’s 
Office within fifteen (15) days after hiring or compensating Lobbyist and comply 
with all applicable reporting requirements under this Chapter. 
 

(b) Disclosure: At the time of registration, Lobbyists and Vendors must disclose the 
following information: 
i. The name, address, and contact information of the Lobbyist, including 
the names and contact information of all owners or sole proprietorships and 
partnerships of fewer than ten (10) persons. If registrant is a corporation, it 
shall also include the names of the president, secretary, chief financial officer, 
and agent for services of process, if any. 
ii. The name, address, and contact information of the Client(s) or Vendor(s) 
on whose behalf the Lobbyist is acting, the nature of each Client’s business, 
the name of each person employed or retained by the Lobbyist to lobby on 
behalf of each Client. 
iii. The specific issues or matters on which the Lobbyist or Vendor intends 
to lobby. 
iv. Any financial interest the Lobbyist or Vendor has in the matter being 
lobbied. 
v. The name, address, title and telephone number of the person 
responsible for preparing the report, together with that indivual’s signature 
attesting to the authority of the signatory and the accuracy and truthfulness of 
the information submitted.  
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(c) Annual Renewal: Lobbyists and Vendors must renew their registration annually 
by January 31st of each year, and update their registration within ten (10) days 
of any material change in the information previously submitted. After initial 
registration, annual registration renewal will not be required if a declaration 
attesting to the termination of Lobbying services within the City has been filed 
with the City Clerk no later than January 31st. 
 

(d) Registration Fees:  
i. Persons subject to the registration requirements of this Chapter shall pay 

an annual fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00), or as hereafter set by 
the City Council by resolution. Persons registering for the first time on or 
after July 1st of a given year, shall pay a reduced registration fee of fifty 
dollars ($50.00), or as hereafter set by the City Council by resolution.  

ii. The applicable registration fee is due at the time of registration or 
registration renewal. Payment will be deemed delinquent thereafter. A 
fine of twenty-five dollars ($25.00) per day for delinquent fees may be 
assessed by the City. A maximum of five hundred dollars ($500.00) may 
be assessed until compliance. Delinquent fee amounts may be amended 
by City Council resolution.  

iii. In addition to the annual fee, each registrant shall pay twenty-five dollars 
($25.00), or such amount hereafter set by the City Council by resolution, 
per client for whom Lobbying is undertaken for compensation in excess 
of five hundred dollars ($500.00). The fees for Client as of the date of 
initial registration shall be submitted with the registration. The fees for 
subsequent Clients will be due and submitted at the time of the 
submission of the relevant quarterly report as required pursuant to 
Section 2-12.105 below.  

 
2-12.105  Reporting Requirements.  
 
(a) Quarterly Reports: Registered Lobbyists and Vendors must file quarterly 

reports with the City Clerk’s Office not later than fifteen (15) calendar days after 
the end of the qualifying quarter whether or not any Lobbying activities have 
occurred during such period, detailing the same information as required to be 
disclosed in the initial registration and their Lobbying activities, including, but 
not limited to: 
i. The names of Public Officials contacted. 
ii. The dates and nature of the communications. 
iii. The issues discussed. 
iv. Any contributions or gifts made to Public Officials or their campaigns. 
v. If a Lobbyist has terminated all Lobbying activities during such quarter, 

the Lobbyist may file a declaration of termination with the quarterly 
report. The final quarterly report shall include disclosure of any Lobbying 
activities during the quarter of termination.  

vi. Quarterly reports are to be filed by April 30, July 30, October 30 and 
January 30, for the prior calendar quarter, and shall be considered 
delinquent thereafter. Electronic reporting is preferred, but such filing 
procedures may be amended from time to time by the City Clerk. 
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vii. Copies of the records pertaining to the above-required reports shall be 
preserved by the Lobbyist for inspection and audit purposes for a period 
of four (4) years from the date of production.  

 
(b) Gift Reporting: Lobbyists and Vendors must report any gift, contribution, or 

donation made to a Public Official or their immediate family members 
exceeding $50 in value. 
 

(c) 24-Hour Reporting Requirement After Agenda Publication: 
i. Within 24 hours after the publication of a City Council agenda, all 

Lobbyists, Vendors, City staff, and Public Officials must report any 
communication, meeting, or activity related to any item on that agenda. 

ii. This report must include the date, time, subject matter, and the names of 
all parties involved in the communication or activity. 

iii. Failure to comply with this 24-hour reporting requirement shall result in a 
civil penalty of up to $5,000 per violation. 

 
(d) Lobbyist Identification: When appearing in a “Lobbying” capacity at a public 

meeting of the City Council or other City board or commission, a Lobbyist shall 
identify himself/herself and the Client(s) on whose behalf he/she is appearing, 
and a business or organization he/she represents.  
 

 
2-12.106 Prohibited Activities.  

 
(a) Unauthorized Communications: Sending or causing any communication to be 

sent to any City Public Official in the name of any non-existing person or in the 
name of an existing person without the express or implied consent of such 
person. 
 

(b) Indirect Violations: Attempting to evade the requirements of this Chapter 
through indirect efforts or through the use of agents, associates, intermediaries 
or employees. 
 

(c) Creation of Obligations: Performing or sponsoring any act with the purpose and 
intent of placing any City Official under personal obligation to the Lobbyist.  

(d) Contingency Fees: No Lobbyist or Vendor shall accept or offer compensation 
contingent upon the outcome of any legislative or administrative action. 

    
(e) Conflicts of Interest: Lobbyists and Vendors are prohibited from engaging in 

Lobbying activities that create an actual or perceived conflict of interest with 
their duties or responsibilities. 

    
(f) Gifts: No Lobbyist or Vendor shall offer, provide, or arrange any gift or benefit to 

a Public Official in excess of $50 (or as hereafter set in conformance to the 
limits set forth by the California Political Reform Act), or in a manner that could 
reasonably be interpreted as an attempt to influence official action. 

 
2-12.107 The City Clerk. 
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The City Clerk shall: 
 
(a) Oversee compliance with this Chapter including creation of all forms (electronic 

or otherwise) and any explanatory materials.  
 

(b) Provide quarterly reports to the City Council on Lobbying activities, any pending 
complaints, enforcement proceedings and provide an annual report including a 
description of educational programs and materials that have been produced 
regarding this Chapter, if any, and providing any recommendations of 
amendment of this Chapter.  
 

(c) Accept all required filings under this Chapter and coordinate further actions in 
compliance with the requirements of this Chapter with other City departments, 
including but not limited to the finance department for the collection and 
processing of the registration fees set forth herein.  
 

(d) Retain registrations and reports in accordance with the California Records Act, 
but no longer than five (5) years from the date of filing. The City Clerk shall 
make all Lobbyist registrations and disclosure reports available to the public for 
inspection and make copies available upon request, with payment of any lawful 
copy charges.  
 

(e) Upon receipt of a complaint filed with the Clerk’s Office alleging that a violation 
of the rules applicable to Lobbyist may have been committed, forward 
information to the City Attorney’s Office (or designated City Prosecutor) to 
determine whether to file a complaint and initiate an investigation.  
 

(f) The City Clerk shall have the power to adopt all reasonable and necessary 
procedures to implement this Chapter.  

 
2-12.108 Enforcement and Penalties.  

 
(a) Violations: Any person who knowingly or willfully violates or is found to have 

violated the provisions of this Chapter is guilty of a misdemeanor and shall also 
be subject to any of the following administrative penalties (or a combination 
thereof): 
i. For failure to register or report under Section 2-12.104 and/or Section 2-

12.105, an administrative fine of up to $5,000 per violation. 
ii. For failure to comply with the 24-hour reporting requirement after an 

agenda publication, an administrative fine of up to $5,000 for each 
violation. 

    
(b) Revocation of Registration: The City Clerk may revoke the registration of any 

Lobbyist or Vendor who knowingly violates the provisions of this Chapter.  
 

(c) One-year Ban: Any person convicted of violating this Chapter may not act as a 
Lobbyist or Vendor within the City or otherwise attempt to influence City 
legislation for compensation for one (1) year after such conviction.  
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(d) Legal Action: The City Attorney (or designated City Prosecutor) may take legal 
action to enforce the provisions of this Chapter, including injunctive relief in the 
courts to enjoin violations of or to compel compliance with the provisions of this 
Chapter. Use of criminal enforcement and/or administrative citations shall not 
prevent or preclude the City from seeking injunctive relief and civil penalties in 
court for violation of this Chapter.  
 

(e) Standing: Residents of the City shall have standing to bring a civil action for 
enforcement of this Chapter.  
 

(f) Cost of Litigation: The court may award costs of litigation including reasonable 
attorney’s fees to the prevailing party in any action to compel compliance with 
the provisions of this Chapter.  
 

(g) Statute of Limitations: Limitation for Violation of any provision of this Chapter 
shall be commenced within four (4) years after the date on which the violation 
occurred.  

 
 

SECTION 3. If any action, subsection, line, sentence, clause, phrase, or word 
of this Ordinance is for any reason held to be invalid or unconstitutional, either 
facially or as applied, by a decision of any court of competent jurisdiction, such 
decision shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance, and 
each and every individual section, subsection, line, sentence, clause, phrase, or 
word without regard to any such decision.   
 

SECTION 4. This Ordinance shall become effective thirty (30) days after 
approval by the City Council.  
 

SECTION 5. The City Clerk shall certify to the adoption of this Ordinance and 
shall cause the same to be published or posted as prescribed by law.
